A photocopy of your certificate of qualification with the minimum of Standard First Aid and CPR is required for associate membership . Associate memberships cannot exceed 25% of the total membership of a chapter , 75% of which must be paramedic’s . There is a membership fee of $15.00 for the primary member and $10.00 additional for a second family membership . The primary applicant must own a motorcycle and be licensed and insured to ride as well as meet the minimum requirements for membership . The applicant for a family membership must also meet the minimum requirements for membership . There are crests available as shown above for $7.00 Canadian each . If we are out of stock on the crests we may have to wait for more members to order them before we can place a new order with the supplier .
