	Prince—Highest ranking person in the play, against violence in the city, enforces the laws

If the fighting doesn’t stop the heads of both families (Montague and Capulet) will be put to death
	

	Romeo—Depressed over a girl that isn’t interested in him, his love for her is irreplaceable, loves Rosaline, will go to Capulet’s party to see her


	Citizens—Don’t like either family, they feel that the families cause too much destruction to the community so they want to kill them to get peace back
	Juliet—13 years old, doesn’t want to get married, she agrees to look Paris over to see if she is interested in being his wife



	Montague—Wants to fight


	Paris—Wants to marry Juliet but needs her father’s approval, in his 30s, needs to make Juliet love him and needs to wait two years before father will give his approval
	Capulet—Wants to fight, throwing a party, Juliet is his last hope, possibly doesn’t like Paris—gave the excuses that he needed to wait two years, that she needed to fall in love with him, and that at the party there would be other girls

	Lady Montague—Want to stop fighting
	Mercutio—Invited to the Capulet party, believed dreams are lies, Romeo’s best friend, relative to the Prince
	Lady Capulet—Want to stop fighting

	Benvolio—Montague (Romeo’s cousin), tries to stop fighting, tries to help Romeo find a new love, Crash party with Romeo and try to get him to compare Rosaline with the other ladies there so that he finds a new love


	
	Tybalt—Capulet (Juliet’s cousin), tries to continue fighting with Benvolio in the first scene

	Abram—Montague servant, willing to fight


	
	Sampson—Capulet servant, pretends to be tough, talks about the Montague women

	
	
	Gregory—Capulet servant, tries to set up the Montague boys he sees
