Independent Reading
Fall 2007
Each student is required to complete at least one independent reading book this semester of a novel, play, biography, informational text, etc. that is approved of by the teacher and their parent.  At this point you should be thinking about what book might interest you.  If you need some help in selecting one see myself or Ms. Naismith in the LMC—she will have some wonderful selections!  

Upon completion of your book you will be required to give a short five to ten minute presentation on the plot, main characters, symbolism, unique aspects, etc, etc, etc…You can do this in the form of a skit—acting out a main scene, poster, lecture, scrapbook (only if you put appropriate thought and time into it!), web page, or how ever you feel best shows your knowledge and understanding of the book.  I do not want to receive a “book report” paper on your selected reading.  Do something creative and fun! (  Try to make your presentation memorable—persuade the audience to read your book, or tell us why it was not as good as you had hoped.  (Be prepared for questions from your peers and myself following your presentation—this will not count as part of your five minutes). 
Due to time constraints, I will stop your presentation at ten minutes; you need to be finished by that time!

If you are not prepared to go when asked to present, I will assume you are not prepared and you will start losing points.
Presentation Guidelines:
I will be looking at the following when you present your independent reading:

1. Does the presenter show knowledge of the text?  

a. Is it evident that they read and understand the key concepts and plot?

b. Can the presenter answer questions from the audience and from the teacher?

2. Is the presentation done in a memorable way?

3. Did the presenter put effort into the presentation?  Is effort evident?

4. Does the presenter follow the guidelines of a good oral presentation?

a. Eye contact

b. Maintain an appropriate level volume throughout

c. Stand where everyone can see them?

d. Does the presenter explain the elements of their presentation and how they relate to the text?
