PROMPT:

A suggestion…select a genre that you feel comfortable writing in, brainstorm different ideas—your first idea may not be the one that you end up developing; it is ok to have a few practice starts.  
A REMINDER ABOUT NARRATIVE WRITING:


Narrative writing creates, manipulates and interprets reality.  It requires writers to closely observe, explore, and reflect upon his/her experiences.  It encourages creativity, speculation, and offers writers an opportunity to understand the emotions and actions of themselves and others.

YOUR NARRATIVE MUST INCLUDE:

· Your observations and descriptions of this situation.  (“Show” your reader the situation instead of “Telling” them about it.)

· Try to use sensory description—so that your reader can completely picture the scene.

· Your piece must have a beginning, middle, and end.  The structure is up to you, but your piece must have a sense of completeness.

· Be a unique writing piece—meaning, you cannot use something that you already started/wrote.
FORMAT:

Your final paper must fit the following format:

· Typed, Times New Roman, 12pt. Font, Double Spaced

· You name, class, date, and paper assignment on the top left of the first page (no headers/footers)

· Three to five pages—meaning the text is at least past the half way mark of the third page.  (If I fold the page in half, there should be text below the crease)
