As you rewrite your New York-assignments for November 13, please consider the following guidelines:

Do not 

· divide an essay into points/chapters,

· write a summary/even a few lines of summary
,

· misspell the words,

· use ‘Denglish’ or other home-made expressions,

· compile the words (as in 'don't' or 'wasn't') nor

· make false concord, 

but

· assume that the reader is familiar with the text,

· present and discuss the main theme(s),

· link beginning and end so that the conclusion(s) is/are hinted at from the very beginning, preferably by means of a (few) nutshell sentence(s)/question(s), that is, one or more sentences/questions that 'get to the heart of the matter',

· focus on the text and leave the side-tracks till the end or out altogether and

· use your dictionary if you are at all in doubt as to the spelling and/or wording of certain words and/or expressions.
