before the exams

Now that spring – and thus the exam period – approaches, I would like to give a small lecture on my hopes for the future:

I hope… 

· that you will all of you train your oral proficiency in English by speaking it as much as possible, at least when you are in class. If you want extra training, you may wish to form homework/exam groups in which you speak and read English together.

· that you will all of you train your written proficiency in English by writing in it as much as possible, at least when you are given assignments. Some of you have not yet written a single essay, and I have no idea as to whether you can pass the written exam or not. As you know, I prefer to receive translations, summaries and other smaller assignments on time, but with the essays it does not matter if you hand in a bit late (better than never). Since writing essays in English may seem complicated to begin with, I suggest you share your results on our homepage (Lars has already volunteered to do so). Should you desire to write something extra, feel free to do so and hand it in any time you wish (the same counts for grammar exercises, in case you forgot).

· that those of you who are supposed to hand in summaries of and questions to High Fidelity do so in order that your class mates may benefit from it. Final deadline is March 5, and, as I am writing, I miss written summaries from Lars and Tove (excerpt of chpt. 1), Uffe (chpt. 4), Bettina (chpt. 5) and Janina (chpts. 8-9).  

Concerning plans for the future, you may rely on the following outline:

January: we read about US at war and, on January 29, learn about writing an essay from Merete Kiær (see plan on the back of this sheet).

February: we finish reading High Fidelity and, on February 12, decide which texts we want for the oral exam. 

March and April: we spend a couple of weeks practising for the oral exam (see schedule on the back of this sheet) while preparing for the repetition period (weeks 13-15 and 17-18, more about this later) and before your terminal examination (terminsprøve) on March 19. 
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
