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1. Madagascar – The average review on the movie Madagascar is a 6.3 out of 10. One may think that 6.3 is a low ranking, especially for a movie that is currently number one at the box office, but in reality the reviewers are generally harsh and a 6.3 is actually a good review. Based on the reviews given by users I think I would enjoy this movie. There are reviewers who say that it is “not as good as Finding Nemo” (or other computer animated movies,) but despite that it is still entertaining. I also think I would enjoy the concept of the movie, which is groomed and trained animals winding up on a wild island and learning to adapt. The demographics on the movie have all voted in the same general area. The highest vote is a 7.1 from females under 18 and the lowest vote is a 6.1 from the top 1000 voters. Males and Males under 18 (my categories) have an average vote of 6.4, which is higher than the overall average rating. I think I would enjoy this movie and would definitely pay the admission price to see it.

2. The Longest Yard – The average review on the movie The Longest Yard is a 6.1 out of 10. The movie is a remake of a 1974 movie of the same title and same story. I personally dislike when movies are remade in order to cash in at the box office, and the rating and ranking at the box office show that most people agree. The reviewers who have seen both versions of the film all claim that the original is better because there is more character development, despite the fact that the new version has a higher laugh per minute rate. Based on their reviews and my personal experience with Adam Sandler movies after Waterboy I would not see this movie. The demographic breakdown of the film is highest with females under 18 who vote an average of 8.0. The lowest rating would be Males age 30-44 who gave the film a 4.8. I would guess that that age group is the one that has seen the original most and therefore is more biased in voting. My age groups on average give the movie a 6.7, but despite the fairly good rating I would not see the film.

3. Crash – The average review on the movie Crash is an extremely high 8.5 out of 10. The movie is an interwoven tale of people linked together due to an automobile accident and the racism that surrounds the characters. The user reviews of the movie all seem generally high and say that the movie is realistic and gritty. It is also said to be shocking in how it portrays denied human truths. Based on these reviews I would really like to see this movie. The demographic breakdown of the movie is lowest with Top 1000 voters who give the movie a 7.6. The highest rank is females under 18 who give the movie a 9.6. There is a trend with females under 18 in that the frequently give the highest ratings. This could be because they are kinder in their reviews or because they enjoy a wider variety of movies. My age groups average to give the movie an 8.9, which by my standards is extremely high for a movie. I would definitely go see this movie in theaters and in the past have tried. Unfortunately no one I know has interest in seeing the movie and I will have to wait until it released on DVD.

4. Kicking and Screaming – The average review on the movie Kicking and Screaming is 5.7 out of 10. The movie is a retelling of the Bad News Bears plot using Soccer. It has been done before plenty of times as stated by the user reviews. The user reviews, though, are not overwhelmingly bad and state that if you are a fan of Will Ferrell then you will see an excellent performance by him. As a fan of Will Ferrell I think I would enjoy this movie. Will’s humor never ceases to amuse me because it is both random and smart. The demographic of the movie that voted lowest was females 30-44 who give the movie a pathetic 4.7. The highest voting demographic is females under 18 who vote a 7.7. My demographic of the movie voted an average of 6.1. Based on this information I’d like to see the movie but am not willing to spend the money to see it in theaters. It is a rental at best.

5. Unleashed – The average review on the movie Unleashed is a 7.2 out of 10. The movie is a story of a man who was raised as a dog, who escapes and is hunted down due to his supreme martial arts abilities when unleashed. The average reviewer was shocked to see that Jet Li had more depth in this film than in any others. It was not just “chock full of martial arts” and instead had an original and interesting story. The highest voted demographic was Males under 18 who gave the movie an 8.5 and the lowest voting demographic was Aged 45+ who gave the movie a 6.5. My average demographic vote was a 7.9.
