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Problem: Can I fit my foot inside an empty box of Mike and Ikes?

Hypothesis: Yes, I believe I can fit my foot inside of a box of Mike and Ikes. The dimensions of the box are 8in x 2in x 4in and my foot is a size 11½. Though my foot is slightly bigger than the box, I believe the box is going to be able to stretch enough to encase my foot.

Materials: Foot, Empty box of Mike and Ikes.

Procedure: 

1) Purchase Mike and Ikes

2) Eat Mike and Ikes 

3) Remove shoes and socks

4) Stick foot in box

Observations: I observed that as my foot went further into the box of Mike and Ikes the box began to rip more and more. The following is a graph that shows the tear in the box relative to my foots depth:
