• knowing how to use a computer, with whatever software, to produce original texts and to make your own work usable by others. 

• Knowing how to complete documents, including inserting and formatting images, tagged text, and automatically generated lists and links. 

• Being able to figure out how to restart page numbering, effectively use headers and footers, center text, and make good decisions about readability. 

•Being able to go into a completely new program for something like web page design, image manipulation, or presentation, and knowing how to learn what it does and how to use it. 

•Knowing the differences between several basic file types, including .doc, .pdf, .jpg, etc. Understanding the limitations of file formats, sizes, and cross-compatibility and knowing some workarounds. 

• Understanding basic types of hardware such as scanners, printers, and memory storage. 

• Being able to opt out of default settings in programs like PowerPoint and MS Word and get the programs to do what you had in mind, instead of letting the tool determine the product. 

• Understanding some basic differences between electronic environments and texts vs. paper/ftf environments and texts, including generic conventions, physics of light/color, and human considerations.
