Abstract
Colon Cancer is a disease that relies on early detection in order to be treatable. Research shows that colon cancer develops gradually from benign polyps. Early detection and removal of these polyps may help prevent colon cancer.  After colon cancer has been diagnosed, tests are done to find out if cancer cells have spread within the colon or to other parts of the body.  Staging is the name of the process used to find out if cancer has spread within the colon or to other parts of the body.  The information gathered from the staging process determines the stage of the disease. It is important to know the stage in order to plan treatment.  
Different types of treatment are available for patients with colon cancer. Some treatments are standard, and some are being tested in clinical trials.  Three types of standard treatment are used. The first treatment option is surgery (removing the cancer in an operation) is the most common treatment for all stages of colon cancer. In some cases even if the doctor removes all the cancer that can be seen at the time of the operation, some patients may be given chemotherapy or radiation therapy after surgery to kill any cancer cells that are left. The second standard treatment is Chemotherapy.  Chemotherapy is a cancer treatment that uses drugs to stop the growth of cancer cells, either by killing the cells or by stopping the cells from dividing. The last standard treatment is Radiation therapy this is a cancer treatment that uses high-energy x-rays or other types of radiation to kill cancer cells.
Many studies are currently being preformed to find a cure or a new treatment to combat Colon Cancer.  A team of students has recently propsed an alternative combination of preventive remedies, treatments, and therapies.  They enrolled 100 people whom have a family history of Colon Cancer and studied them for a period of three years.  Fifty subjects in Group B were all given Eritux which is known to stop the development  and growth of tumors.  The Clinical Benefits of Erbitux is expected to show a lower chance of developing Colon Cancer.  
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
