As you now know guidelines for good comments, error checking, and error

messages, you should write scripts that reflect these.

1. Write a script to convert all the (non-directory) files in the

   current directory from DOS format (each line ends in CR/LF) to UNIX

   format (each line ends in LF only).  (Hint: man dos2unix)

2. Write a script which takes a script name as an argument, then cd's

   into every subdirectory of the current directory (only), and runs the

   script whose name was passed in in that directory.

3. Write a script which will convert every file in the current

   directory using dos2unix as in #1.  However, this script must

   run on every file in the current directory, AND every file in every

   subdirectory of the current directory, AND every subdirectory of

   every subdirectory of the current directory - all the way to the

   bottom of the current directory tree.
Hint: If you don't test this in various situations you will surely have bugs.  Don't try just one situation.
