Sect 1 The Renaissance in Italy

What Was the Renaissance?
· The Renaissance was a time of great creativity culturally in art, politically, economically, and socially.  

· Instead of being concerned with life after death like in the Middle Ages the philosophers of the Renaissance were concerned with present life.

· The Renaissance was a time of learning and discovery.

Italian Beginnings

· Italy was the birth place of the Renaissance.

· Florence was a main city in Italy, which produced many poets, artists, and scholars of all types.

· The family group Medicis even organized a banking business which later; this family later gained control of Florence.

Humanism

· Humanism is an intellectual movement, which focuses on worldly subjects more then religious subjects.

· Francesco Patrarch was a humanist and an author who assembled a library of Greek and Roman manuscripts. 

· Humanists thought that education should stimulate a person's creative powers.

A Golden Age in the Arts

· The most glorious part of the Renaissance age was the art.

· Art in the Renaissance age portrayed religious figures.

· Renaissance artists learned how to use the technique of making objects in different perspectives like making some objects smaller than others to make them seem farther away.

· Leonardo da Vinci was not only a very brilliant artist but also was interested in think such as anatomy because he would dissect corpses to try to figure out how the muscles and bones work.

· Michelangelo was into many forms of art like Leonardo but was most famous for his sculptures.

· Raphael was another famous artist who was most well known for his pictures of the mother of Christ

· Renaissance architecture consisted of columns, arches, and domes.

Writings for the New Age

· A lot of how to books were made in the Renaissance age.

· Castiglione was an aristocrat who made a famous book called “The Book of Courtier”

· Machiavelli wrote a famous book, which told a ruler how to keep a strong maintained power.

Sect 2 The Renaissance Moves North
Artists of the Northern Renaissance

· Albrecht Dürer was a famous German artist who traveled to Italy to learn the techniques of the Italians.

· Albrecht Dürer then spread this art back to his homeland.

· Jan and Hubert van Eyck were two other famous artists who actually developed oil painting.

Northern Humanists

· Northern European humanists stressed education like the Italians, but stressed religion too.

· Erasmus made a new Greek edition of the New Testament with his knowledge of classical languages.

· Sir Thomas More was a friend of Erasmus and he describes a Utopia where nobody fights and there is peace, education, and no crime.

Literature of Northern Renaissance

· Francois Rabelais was a monk, scholar, physician, and author, who wrote a religious book about two giants.

· William Shakespeare was a great author and producer of many plays such as his famous Romeo and Juliet.

· Cervantes was just another famous author of the Renaissance age whose famous work was “Don Quixote.”

The Printing Revolution

· Johann Gutenberg created a block printing press and was the first to make a printed copy of the Bible.

· Being able to print just mainly increased the production speed and lowered the costs of making books.

· The printing press made it possible for more individuals to be able to read the Bible for themselves.

Sect 3 The Protestant Reformation

Abuses in the Church
· The Church held great power in the Renaissance ages and the popes became very powerful and corrupt.

· Indulgences were sold by the Church to help the Church get more money, which basically stated that if a person gave the church a certain amount of money they were forgiven of their sin.

· Christians started to protest against these corrupt practices.

Luther’s Protest

· Martin Luther was a great man who was a hardcore Catholic but yet was very against the corrupt practices of the Catholic Church, like selling indulgences.  He was so against these indulgences that he nailed the 95 Theses, or arguments against indulgences on a church door.

· Luther’s word spread so fast and caused so much trouble that the Church tried to get him to recant, or give up his views.

· Luther was excommunicated by the Church and labeled a criminal.

· Luther had a few main beliefs and they were, salvation could be achieved through fait alone, the Bible is the sole source of religious truth; Church hierarchy should not have special powers.

Spread of Lutheran Ideas

· Lutheranism had a wide support from many people for many different reasons and Luther’s ideas could be spread much more quickly because of the printing press.

· Luther’s ideas drove thousands of peasants to revolt against the empire even though Luther was against it.

· The Peace of Augsburg aloud the prince to be able to decide which religion he would like to be fallowed on his land.  

John Calvin

· John Calvin was the most important reformer after Martin Luther and he thought mainly the same issues as Luther, but he also preached of predestination, or that God has determined a long time ago that gains salvation.  

· Calvin set up a government ruled by religious leaders, or a theocracy in Geneva, Switzerland.

· Calvinism spread very fast as well from people traveling to Geneva and then taking the Calvinistic beliefs back to their homelands.

Sect 4 Reformation Ideas Spread

Radical Reformers
· Hundreds of little Protestant sects popped up everywhere some many with different beliefs than others.

· Some of these groups were very radical if not crazy; such as one group trying to speed up the coming of God for judgment day by any means possible, good or bad.

· Most of these sects were peaceful little sects though that just were against Church corruption.

The English Reformation

· At first Henry VIII was with the Church and against Protestant reforms, until he wanted to get un-married to his wife so he could try to remarry and get a son.

· Henry’s divorce was rejected by the Church so Henry got upset and basically took all the power away from the pope and gave it to himself.

· Henry was not a religious extremist, just was not happy with the power of the Catholic Church.

Elizabeth I Restores Unity to England

· Mary Tudor one of the daughters of Henry VIII inherited the throne after Edward, Henry’s only son died.  

· Elizabeth another daughter of Henry inherited the throne after the cruel Mary, who locked her up for a few years, died.

· Elizabeth tried to restore Catholicism throughout her time of rule, and she did a pretty good job at keeping the amount of religious disputes low in number.  

The Catholic Reformation

· The Council of Trent was a religious group, which believe that the way to salvation was through faith and that the Bible was the main source of religious truth but not the only source.  This group took steps to end the abuses of the Catholic Church.  

· To deal with Protestant threat Pope Paul strengthened the Inquisition, or Church ruled court, which used secret torture and other methods to get rid of heresy.  The Church also made a list of forbidden books.  

· Ignatius was a former soldier who became a soldier for God and spread Catholicism.  Ignatius and his group enforced discipline and obedience towards the Catholic Church.  

· St. Teresa reorganized convents and Church monasteries across Europe.  Many people were experiencing renewed feelings of intense faith once again.  

· Europe even after these reforms was still divided into Catholic south and Protestant north.  

Widespread Persecution

· The Inquisition persecuted many people Catholic and Protestant for heresy.

· In these times there were also many witch-hunts where many men and women were accuse to be witches and were persecuted for it.

· Jews had a hard time during this reformation.  Many Jews had to live in the ghetto, or a poor area of the city.  Although many Jews in Italy did quite well with different trades.

Looking Ahead

· The religious reformations sparked wars.

· Issues of religion began to disappear and issues of powers came into play.

· Rulers began to make many choices in political interest instead of religious interest.  

Sect 5 The Scientific Revolution
Changing Views of the World

· The scholar Nicolaus Copernicus proposed that the universe was sun-centered, or heliocentric.

· Many people rejected this idea because then this would mean the Church was wrong and that everything did not revolve around the Earth.  

· A few scientists after Copernicus proved that planets revolve around the sun, and John Kepler discovered that planets do not revolve in exact circles.  

· Another astronomer Galileo made great accomplishments with a telescope and looked at sunspots and craters on the moon.  

· The scientific method was complex mathematical equations to prove experiments into scientific laws.  

Newton Ties It All Together

· Newton was the discoverer of gravity.

· Newton published books on the law of gravity, which keeps all the planets in orbit.

· Newton was way ahead of his time in physics and astronomy.

More Scientific Advances

· Chemistry was another large achievement of the Renaissance age.  Although so ideas were wrong such as the one that scientists believed they could turn anything into gold.  

· Medicine was another large advancement.  Many scientists tried to learn the anatomy of humans better and made excessive drawings.  

· Ambroise Paré made an effective infection ointment and figured out how to close wounds with stitches.  

Bacon and Descartes

· The scientific method was really a new kind of thought.

· Bacon and Descartes both reject Aristotle’s scientific assumptions and challenge scholarly traditions.  

· Bacon stresses experiment and observation while Descartes stresses human reasoning.
