I. The Old Regime

1. The Clergy had great influence over Europe
2. The second estate was titled nobility

3. The third estate made up 27 million.  At the top were the bourgeoisie.  These people were very discontent with there lives and jealous of nobility.
II. A Financial Crisis

1. The economy went bad because of deficit spending

2. This caused people to go hungry and riot

3. They tried to reform but the nobility resisted
III. The King Takes Action

1. France tottered on bankruptcy

2.  Made each estate file a cahier

3. The tennis court oath was established

IV. Storming the Bastille

1. Paris seized all the attention

2. There were many people killed when the guard would not open the gates

3. This was known as the start of the revolution

I. Revolts in Paris and the Provinces
1. There was a great fear throughout the city of attackers

2. Paris was then in arms

3. The Paris Commune evolved

II. Liberty, Equality, Fraternity

1. This ended the special privileges

2. The Declaration of the right of man was written

3. Soon people started to revolt

III. Women March on Versailles

1. The women marched 3 months later into Versailles

2. Much of there anger was aimed at the queen
3. They were triumphant in there quests

IV. A Time of Reform

1. To pay back there debts they reformed the church

2. To complete the revolution they made the constitution

3. The king and queen tried to escape but they were caught

V. Reaction Outside France
1. The rest of Europe feared there slaves would revolt

2. Other country’s started to make up there own declaration

3. The people were prepared for war

VI. War at Home

1. The working class people were called the sans-culottes

2. Within the Legislative Assembly were hostile factions

3. Many wars started to happen between monarchs and democracy

I. Downfall of the Monarchy

1. Started outbreaks of violence throughout Europe

2. The French Republic extended the right to vote to all male citizens

3. The death and queen were pit to death

II. The Convention Under Siege

1. Soon the committee of Public Safety was set up
2. Robespierre helped put down all rebellions

3. He soon became known as the reign of terror

III. Reaction and the Directory

1. A new constitution was drawn up

2. It drew up a 5 man directory

3. They put Naploean into power

IV. Women in the Revolution

1. Many women were upset when they were not given any rights

2. So they wanted equal rights

3. The started banning women clubs

V. Changes in Daily Life

1. The revolution gave the people a strong sense of nationalism

2. They soon pushed for social reforms

3. The arts moved toward a classical style

I. The Man From Corsica

1. When the revolutionaries started to take place Napolean wanted to make a name for himself

2. Napolean had many successes early in his career

3. He made himself into the emperor

II. France Under Napolean

1. There were many reforms under napoleon

2. He set up the Napoleonic Code
3. He valued order over rights

III. Subduing an Empire

1. He set up a grand empire under his reign

2. There then was a major war, France versus Britain

3. After the war there were many successes and failures\

I. Challenges to Napoleon’s Empire

1. There were many resistances throughout Spain

2. He was defeated in Russia

3. They fought through guerilla warfare

II. Downfall of Napoleon

1. He soon stepped down from power

2. Napoleon soon returned however

3. He then was sent into exile where he died on Mount St. Helen

III. Congress of Vienna

1. Here they started a glittering spectacle

2. They also started some serious work

3. There main goal was to create lasting peace

IV. The Vienna Settlement

1. There was a balance of power

2. There was also stability 

3. Soon however there was some problems with the peace
