4. (a) Plays were performed outdoors in large theaters gouged out of the side of hills.  There was little or no scenery and the actors wore elaborate costumes and masks.  A chorus also responded by singing or adding commentary.
(b) The themes that the playwrights explored were moral and social issues or explored the relationship between people and the gods.  They were often based on myths and legends.
