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Annul: An annul is to cancel something.  Annul's used to cancel marriages instead of divorcing which was illegal.

Gravity: Gravity is a fact that single forces keep planets in orbit around the sun.  It was invented by Isaac Newton.

Patron- A financial supporter of the arts. Lorenzo the artist was a generous patron to many of the upcoming artist and helped keep the art alive. 

Perspective- these were rules that renaissance artists learned. Perspective painting is the way of painting by making distant objects smaller than those closer to the viewer.

Theocracy: Governments run by church leaders.  Protestants in the city-state of Geneva in Switzerland asked Calvin to lead their community, and he set up a theocracy. 

 John Calvin: taught that God was all-powerful and that humans were by nature sinful. Calvin believed that God alone decided whether an individual achieved eternal life, he preached predestination. 

 Henry VIII: King of England, he broke with the Roman Catholic Church, and turned to the parliament to legalize his actions. The parliament approved the act of supremacy making him head of the Church of England and voted on his seizure of monastery lands.   

Leonardo da Vinci- one of the most brilliant painters who was born on 1452. One of his most famous paintings was the Mona Lisa which is a portrait of a woman with a mysterious smile.  

Lorenzo de' Medici- was a clever politician who kept Florence together during difficult times. He was a poet and some of his works are still collections of Italian verse. 

Niccolo Machiavelli- A Florence diplomat that had observed kings and princes in foreign courts. He came up with a different kind of handbook that was a new style of renaissance writings; he published the book the prince which is famous still today. 

Heliocentric: based on the belief that the sun is the center of the universe. Polish scholar Nicolaus Copernicus published On the Revolutions of the Heavenly Spheres; inside it he proposed that the sun was the center of the universe. 

 Humanism- This was an intellectual movement that was started in the heart of the Italian renaissance. Humanism is based on the study of classical culture, humanism focused on the worldly subjects rather than on the religious issues that had been more focused on during medieval time.  

Indulgence- was a pardon for sins committed during a person's lifetime. In the middle ages the church had granted indulgences only for good deeds. 

Predestination- this is the idea that your destination to go to heaven or hell has already been chosen by god. The church that's that no matter what amount of faith you had could determine weather you go to heaven of hell because it was already chosen.

Recant- This means to give up you view on something or to retract what you may have said. The church tried to get Luther to recant his believes and ideas that he had that were against the church.  

Copenicus- known for the publication of "On the Revolutions of the heavenly spheres". His book discussed the idea that the sun was the center of the universe.  

Durer- known as the German Leonardo, he studied art from the masters in Italy in 1494. He spread all the works and techniques of this foreign art to his homeland and helped spread the Italian renaissance. 

Luther- He was a religious leader that brought the teaches that salvation could be achieved through faith alone. He rejected the church doctrine that good deeds were necessary for salvation. 

Newton- a Brilliant scientist of his day with the theory to explain why the planets moved the way they did. He also came up with the law of Gravity. 

Petrarch- a Florentine who lived from the years of 1304 - 2374. He was an early renaissance humanist he also established a library of Greek and roman manuscripts. 

Renaissance focus- The focus of the Renaissance was on classical culture.  Its center of focus was on humanism.

Printing of reformation- The reformation was printed by Martin Luther, who printed the 95 theses'.  The printings were posted on the door of the church.

Results of Reformation- The church tried to persuade Luther to change his thoughts about indulgences being sold to people.  He refused and was excommunicated from the city.

Causes of Renaissance- The Renaissance created a scientific revolution where many things were discovered.  It also has a lasting affect on the Jews as they were persecuted.
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Hobbes- Hobbes believed that people were fueled by selfishness and greed.  In order to avoid chaos they were to give up their freedom to the government and the government should be stable. 

Locke- Locke believed that people have natural rights such as: life, liberty and property.  He also believed that the government should protect the people and the people have the right to change the government. 

Joseph II- Joseph II was a student of the enlightenment and traveled everywhere to learn of problems.  He was the emperor of Hapsburg and earned the nickname peasant emperor.

Constitional govt. - a government whose power is defined and limited by law. The appearance of political parties, the cabinet, and the office of prime minister in England, was part of the evolution of England's constitutional government. 

 Enlightened despot: absolute ruler who uses his or her power to bring about political and social change. Some monarchs that accepted Enlightenment ideas became enlightened despots, or absolute rulers who used their power to bring about political and social change. 

Natural laws: rules that govern human nature. Scientific successes created great confidence in the power of reason. If people used reason to find laws that governed the physical world, why not use reason to discover natural laws, laws that govern human nature?

  Natural rights: Rights that belong to all humans from birth. John Locke had a more optimistic view of human nature, he believed that people were basically reasonable and moral, and furthermore they had natural rights, or rights that belonged to all humans from birth. -life, liberty, and property. 

 Physiocrat: an Enlightenment thinker who searched for natural laws to explain economics. New thinkers the physiocrats focused on economic reforms, like the philosophers, physiocrats looked for natural laws to define a rational economic system. 

 Bach- a devout German Lutheran who wrote complex and beautiful religious works for organ and choirs. Bach was a towering musical figure of the time period.  

Diderot- labored for 25 years to produce a 28 volume Encyclopedia. He made them to try to change the general way of thinking on government, philosophy and religion, he included articles of the leading thinkers of the day. 

Tom Paine- an immigrant from England who wrote with passion under the cool banner of reason. Tomas Paine also wrote "common sense" which was a pamphlet that declared their independence from Britain and echoed the themes of enlightenment. 

Rousseau- known to be the most controversial philosopher in his time. He believed that people in their natural state were basically good, this natural innocence, he felt that it was corrupted by the evils of society and especially the unequal distribution of property.  

Robert Walpole- A wig leader who molded the cabinet into a unified body, requiring all members to agree on major issues. The title was not used but Robert Walpole was known as Britain's first Prime Minister. 

Baroque- Baroque was the complex style of art and architecture.  Baroque paintings were huge, colorful and full of excitement. 

Free market- Free markets were the natural forces of supply and demand.  These markets were allowed to operate and regulate their own business.

Laissez faire- Laissez faire was a policy that allowed businesses to operate with little or no government interference.  This balanced the trade economy.

Salon- Salons were formal gatherings where writers, artists and philosophers exchanged their ideas.  These salons were not open to women and the outside public.

Social contract- Social contracts were agreements where people gave up their state of nature for an organized society.  People often did this to escape their bad and cruel lives.
