*Minoan civilization and the importance of its location- A British archaeologists who unearthed its ruins called them Minoans after Minos, a legendary king of Crete. *Alexander's Achievements and Empire- Alexander conquered all of Greece and much of the Persian Empire.  He died suddenly from a fever before he could totally conquer the Persian Empire.

*Center of Hellenistic World- The center of the Hellenistic World was Alexandria, Egypt.  Here the many cultures around the empire that he conquered lived here peacefully.

*Geographic Characteristics of Greece- There were many mountains and valleys which separated the empire of Greece.  They were located right on the seas making them come in contact with many other civilizations.

*Oligarchy- A government in which ruling power belongs to a few people.  This is how the governments of Greece first started out.

*Democracy- The power is in the hands of the people.  This is the kind of government that Greece ended up becoming.

*Spartan Childhoods- At the age of seven boys were put in military training camps in which there were brutal conditions.  They lived and ate together for much of there lives.

*Athens' Golden Age- The golden age was the years after the Persian Wars.  During this age the economy thrived and the government became more democratic.

*Aristotle's Meritocracy- He analyzed all forms of government and came to the conclusion that meritocracy was the best form of government.  Meritocracy was rule by a single virtuous leader.

*Greek Values- They believed that all things had an ideal form.   They also had great pride for the city-state in which they lived.

*Ptolemy- Was the man that thought the earth was the center of the universe.  He resided in Alexandria and was a astronomer /mathematician. 

*Virgil- Was a poet that wrote the poem Aenaid.  He hoped this poem would unite Rome.

*Martyr-Someone who dies for there beliefs.  An example of this is the apostles.

*Mercenary- A soldier fighting for a foreign country with pay.  The Romans had mercenary soldiers.

*Messiah- Savior sent by God.  Jesus proclaimed he was the messiah.

*Patrician- A member of the landholding upper class in Rome.  These people served in the senate.

*Plebian- Members of the lower class of Rome.  They made up the bulk of the population.

*Aqueduct- Carried water from the hills and mountains into the city.  Romans engineered the aqueducts.

*Heresy- A religious belief that is different from the churches.  The Roman church had to battle many heresies.

*Legion- Basic unit of the Roman army.  This was made up of about 5,000 men.


*Republic- A system of government where the councils are chosen by the people.  The Romans converted to this form of government because they thought it would not let a individual gain to much power.

*Sect- A small religious group. Christianity was at first a sect then it became a major religion.
