COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The courses offered by the English department are designed to prepare our students to become successful, literate citizens.  Students will develop their skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing in English.  The courses will require students to complete the following:

· Students will advance toward mastery of the California English Language Arts Content Standards for their grade level.

· Students will prepare for their target of scoring proficient or higher on the End of Course Exams and the California Standards Test.

· Students will use state adopted curriculum materials.

· Students will read Accelerated Reader books and record evidence of reading. 

· Students will organize and maintain their coursework in their Interactive Notebooks and binders throughout the school year.

· Students will write the district required portfolio items.

· Students will assemble a portfolio containing samples of their required work.

· Students will share their portfolios with their parents during Portfolio Night in March.

MATERIALS NEEDED:
