Tuesday morning, September 11, 2001 I turned my TV to MSNBC to catch my
usual morning news at about 10:00 AM. I was instantly thrust into a state
of shock and disbelief as the images of our World Trade Center towers were
ablaze with smoke billowing from the tops of both buildings.
"No...........no this can't be real", I cried to myself, "How can this be
happening?"
Then to add to my state of shock came the replay pictures of an airliner
flying right into the south tower. "Oh my God!" I yelled out loud.
It took my a few moments to collect myself and then the understanding hit me
that we were under attack. This was a terrorist action against the heart of
our financial center in New York City. Over the next three days I could
not tear myself from the news coverage of the unfolding events. Before
these horrific acts occurred I must admit I was very unhappy with our
country and the unfair election that had taken place in Florida last fall.
I believed that election was literally stolen from the people of this county
by the U.S Supreme Court who had appointed George Bush to be our President
purely along political lines. However, after the events of this week and my
observance of Mr. Bush's most appropriate reactions, his sincere and
heartfelt sorrow for the victims, and his decision to go after not only
these terrorist; but a sustained campaign to put an end to all world
terrorist's networks; I am now very glad that we have his leadership and
that of his highly experienced cabinet to lead us to the appropriate
response to this most tragic event in our history.
As I watched my TV full of images of crying relatives and friends showing
pictures of their loved ones missing in the horrific pile of rubble that was
the majestic towers only a few days ago, my eyes filled with tears over and
over again and my heart went out to these people. I can only imagine the
terror those people must have felt being trapped in those skyscrapers
as they burned with such tremendous heat that it melted the structural beams
that eventually gave way and then fell away some as many as 110 stories
above the ground.

When or
where has there ever been so devastating an action that has affected the
lives of so many innocent civilians in a time of peace? I cannot think of
one. I pray that God will take the souls of our dead county men and women
into his glorious light and give them everlasting peace. To those left
behind to mourn those departed from this life may our faith and knowledge of
God be a comfort us all. To those that have committed these despicable acts
of mass murder we must be assured that their souls shall be tormented in
hell for all eternity.
We must now prepare ourselves for the coming sacrifice that will undoubtedly
take place in the coming months and perhaps years as surely there will be
much bloodshed both to the murderous terrorist of the world and to our brave
men and women in our military forces that will carry out a campaign to wipe
out this scourge of our time. Many lives will be affected not only here
but also unfortunately other innocent civilians that live near these ungodly
fanatics. Let us hope this is the beginning of the end for regimes such as
Sadam Hussein and Momar Kadafy; the termination of Osama bin Laden and his
network; the end of the safe haven for terrorists that has been provided for
in the countries of Iran, Iraq, Libya, Sudan, North Korea, Syria, Lebanon,
Pakistan, and Afghanistan. Let us also be mindful that due to the past
policies of various administrations our open borders have allowed many
terrorists to live in this country and these people must be routed out as
well if we are ever to feel safe again. This may mean giving up some of our
civil rights at least temporarily so that we may bring all means available
to find these people and rid them from our midst.
My thoughts are with you, my family and friends, and I am so glad you are
all safe in your homes and at work, but who can predict who or where the
next sacrifice may be made in this most epic struggle since World War II.
It's time to fight and win!
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
