Reading

· Know the upper- and lower-case letters of the alphabet, both in and out of sequence.

· Know letter sounds for all the consonants and the short vowels (a,e,i,o,u).

· Know that letters are linked together to form words.

· Be able to blend short sequences of phonemes to form words.

· Understand syllabication.  Kids should be able to count the number of syllables in words and the number of sounds in syllables.

· Know simple VCC, CVCC, and CCVC words.

· Kids should be able to recognize their own names in print.

· Know age appropriate sight words.

Reading Comprehension

· Be able to order pictures in proper sequence for telling a story.
· Listen and respond to a variety of age appropriate texts, including fiction and nonfiction books, myths and legends, fables and folktales, and poetry.
· Know the definition of title, author, and illustrator.
Writing

· Know the proper methods of holding and positioning writing materials.

· Be able to print all the letters of the alphabet, both upper- and lower-case.

· Be able to write simple words, messages, descriptions, and stories, using basic knowledge of phonics and invented spelling.

Listening and Speaking Skills

· Follow simple oral one- and two-step directions.
· Retell familiar stories.
· Invent and tell fantasy stories or recount stories about real life happenings.

· Be able to group objects into sets.

· Identify and continue simple repeating patterns.

· Be able to count from 1 to 31.

· Understand to concept of one half.
Operations

· Be able to add and subtract numbers from 1 to 10.
