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One Successful Rule How To Win Friends And Influence People In Slovakia

How often do you smile on people? Why am I asking? Because one part of the rule how to win friends and influence people in Slovakia is to smile on them. And the other one? To express willingness to speak with them.


When I first went shopping in Holland alone and wanted to pay, the cashier looked at me, smiled and say "halo" and something else I did not understand. Because I did not react and was just surprisingly staring at her, she looked very astonished and suspicious, and rather did her work without looking at me anymore. Here I showed the typical Slovak character – I did not smile on her and did not join the discussion.


However, another example shows an exception from this rule. My classmate Peter used to talk with the doorkeeper every day. He smiled on her, fawned over her and discussed obvious topics like weather, weekend or her grandchildren. As a reward, he could borrow a projector from her office without any teacher's permission only because "she knew he was serious." And you can even achieve more with this kind of behavior. Another classmate Max made a profit of 600 SK only by smiling. He was in a office to change his driver license that was very dirty. Only laughter and talking with the woman there rescued him from paying penalty. These examples show that you can gain some advantages by smiling and friendly speaking to people. Are you still doubtful? Take my classmate Richard. He always talks to salesmen in the shop by his house about their plans or higher prices of products he buys. They usually forgive him some small change by paying. What else to add? Besides some benefits, you can gain new relationships by smiling and friendly talking to people at least.


Just like my friend Petra. Already as a child, she was very talkative and not ashamed to discuss every topic with adults. Also today, she has many friends and everybody likes her talkativeness and sincerity. Or take another example of my friend Doris. When she walks down the street, she greets two-thirds of people. Because she always smiles and is interested in talking to everyone, she has many sincere friends. If we all do this, would not be the whole world nice?


Once, I was waiting for a tram with my friend Wilma in Amsterdam. Surprisingly, a very old museum piece came, and Wilma with the driver started to talk about the old time filled with old trams. The man gave us a ride around the city and we had a lot of fun. As you can see, talking with people can bring you some unforgettable experiences.


Just like my classmate Arthur. He likes to talk to older unknown people when they speak to him on the street. He learns something new and smiles a lot with them because they are "little bit crazy." So the laughter and talk can make the life nicer to you and other people as well.


As an anonymous quote states, "remember me with smiles and laughter, for that is how I will remember you." My classmate Joan uses this rule in her life. She told her new friend that she had no special skills. He said that her skill is her ability to smile on people and that she should have looked in the mirror how she could smile. As you can see, smile can make us popular in the society.


Paradoxically, people smile and talk to others only when they are interrupted by them. My classmate Susan reciprocates smile and talk to people only when they speak to her. Otherwise, she looks impassively and is not interested in others. But why? The whole world is based on relationships between people that determine the world's quality. We should improve them to make the world better. Otherwise, we will only cry about its ugliness. As Plato said, "be kind, for everyone you meet is fighting a harder battle." How should we thus behavior?


I was working in an office 12 hours per day, 6 days a week. Two colleagues always told me jokes, asked me about ordinary things and made me smiling. I liked their visits because they always improved my mood. Speaking to people can make you feel better, and as an anonymous said, " seven days without laughter makes you week." If you make people feel better and optimistic, they will be in a good mood, and you can even find new friends in them.


For example, my father found a good friend in a computer expert he ordered a few years ago. They spoke about their lives, computers and jokes, and now they are friends who even spend holidays together. Just like my father, also you can show interest in speaking to others and gain many friends.


How can we do it? According to Gandhi, "we ourselves must be the change we want to see in the world." Change the way you deal with people, and you will succeed. Remember that the others are the same people with the same or even bigger problems like you. For example, my cousin Murphy. After overcoming puberty, she found out that glum and mousy people, like she used to be in this age, are not popular, and she changed her attitude to them. She knows that people are not her enemies and do not want to harm her. Today, she receives 20 sms daily and leads a diary with all her meetings.


In other words, we should express willingness to speak to others and, as a folk wisdom states, "keep smiling." This way we will succeed in dealing with people in Slovakia and win new friends.
