Objectives:
We know that speaking is an essential part in learning a language.  It has been proven that speaking and presenting to the class is one of the best ways to learn a foreign language.  Also, one of the things that most people wish they’d learned better is confidence in speaking, so this is a way to develop that confidence. 

You will learn something new in Spanish and teach to the class about a skill or subject you enjoy, or some Spanish you’ve already learned yourself.  As you prepare, think about they ways you enjoy learning most. 

You will be able to: 
1. Practice speaking and learning correct pronunciation. 

2. Give multistep directions for a process or concept.
2. Learn the grammar concepts of the lesson. 
3. Know the vocabulary words better by using them in context. 
4. Demonstrate to the class something you are interested in.

Procedure: 
A. SELECT a topic of your choice for a demonstration. You will teach the class,

EITHER how to do something you know about 
OR how to use Spanish to talk about ….

See TOPIC OPTIONS  p. 2. 

B. DECIDE on your team. Students will present individually or in pairs.  * 

C. Get approval for your topic and team.

D. Research and plan your presentation.  It requires

1. Introduction, statement of the main idea

2. List of vocabulary words you will memorize, and explain. 

3. Steps you will use to teach your subject (Think of a recipe: first, then, after that, finally…)

4.  Method you will use, to test the audience for understanding ( Quiz? Worksheet? Oral?) 

E. You will have three in-class days to WORK ON your plans and ask the teacher for directions. 

F. Students’ talks will take a week or so depending on the size of the class and the length of the speeches. You will be scheduled for a specific day. NO extensions except for excused absence

Guidelines for the activity- Assessment 

Your presentation will be based on a rubric, assessing the following criteria.

Knowledge – 30 pts
*VOCABULARY: Your presentation must use a variety of new or unfamiliar vocabulary words. You must memorize them.
*The talk must have at least two different verb tenses (present, past, future) and 2 verb modes (indicative and imperative) in the speech.  

Comprehension – 30 pts
*CORRECT USE of the appropriate words and structures.  It must be as grammatically correct as possible.  

*PLANNING: You must turn in a copy of the outline/plan to the teacher before presenting.  Practice material beforehand.  You may have a maximum of 1 page notes and a poster.

* COMPLETENESS: Your presentation has to be at least 3-5 minutes in length.  

Communication & Fluency – 40 pts.
* FLOW: Practice speaking and correct pronunciation beforehand.  Be able to use the correct language to get your information across. Be able to speak without long unnecessary pauses.

* CONNECTION: Plan how other students can show what they learned from you.  Did they ‘get’ it?  Will you do a worksheet together?  Will you ask them to practice what you show them? 

* RESPONSE: Be able to answer at least two questions about your presentation, from your audience

You may use props, realia, LCD projector for web, the overhead projector, easel pad or chalkboard. Tell the teacher in advance what you need.
