ACCOMPLISHED PROJECTS

SOUND SYSTEM

As experienced during previous school programs being held at Annex II, the poor sound system also results into poor presentation of the students. A board resolution was made to proceed with the purchase of a brand new sound system through the initiative of both the Administration and parents. The sound system was delivered last August 22, 2000 in time for the “ Linggo ng Wika “ program of August 23, 2000.

SUN BREAKER (CURTAINS)

The school administration made the initiative of providing curtains for every classroom to serve as sun breaker for the morning sun.

ELECTRIC FANS FOR ALL LEVELS

A purchase for 3D semi-industrial electric fans totaling forty (40) units was made.

2 OVERHEAD PROJECTORS AND 2 SCREENS

The school administration requested for two (2) overhead projectors and two (2) screens.

STEEL GRILLS AT ANNEX I

To be able to help in the maintenance of proper ventilation in the Annex I, steel door grills were made to ensure free flowing of air.  

WAITING SHED AT ANNEX II

When Fr. Albert saw some parents outside Annex II without shelter, he suggested that a waiting shed be constructed to serve as shelter of parents and students from sun and rain.

STREET SIGNS

A donation of steel plates was received for this purpose and steels poles were constructed to hold the steel plates in place. 

TRASH BINS

Out of the twenty (20) intended trash bins, nine (9) were delivered and were later donated.

BAYGON

Because of the Dengue epidemic, the Parents Association sought the assistance of Baygon Philippines through their brand manager, Mr. Rusty Rastrullo, for the spraying of the entire school premises last August 2000.

FAMILY DAY

In line with the parents’ thrust to hold a regular family day, the parents association volunteered to share in the primary department’s family day program to make it more colorful and meaningful. It was further suggested that a family day must also be held for the entire community.

SPORTS PROGRAM

In order to enhance camaraderie among parents, the Parents Association initiated to hold a regular summer sports program that includes basketball, volleyball, aerobics, etc. for the parents and students as well.

Guidelines for scholarship were presented where assessments for the eight (8) scholars sponsored by the Parents Association for school year 2000-2001 were based.
