Adapting Classroom Activities

1 Word box; at the end of the lesson get the students to choose one word or phrase from the lesson and write it on a piece of paper. After class teacher checks which students chose each word or phrase. In the next class the students have to remember their word or phrase and find it again. Once they’ve done this they read out the word or phrase and the other students try to

· Give the same word in Japanese

· Call out a collocating word

· Put the word or phrase in a sentence

Collocation mingle; put the class into 2 or 3 teams. Each student writes one word 
on a piece of paper (e.g. Team 1 – verbs, Team 2 – Nouns, Team 3 – adjectives).

Alphabet Twist; Place the alphabet cards on the table. Students roll a dice to 
choose a letter. They have to say a word beginning with that letter to get 1 point. If 
they can give a collocation they get 2 points. If they can give 2 collocations they get 4 points! If they can’t give a collocation another student can take their points by providing one.
