Using Irfanview to prepare your photos

Photos used in ARED must be saved:

- in JPEG format

- at 72 dpi resolution

- at the size (width and height) at which you want them to appear on the screen.

You can use Irfanview to get your photos into this format.
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In Irfanview, start by opening the photo file you want to use.
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Use the zoom out tool until you can see all of the image on your screen.
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At this stage you may want to crop your image. Use the mouse to draw a ‘marquee’ (rectangular box) around the part of the image you want to keep. Do this by clicking and dragging from the top left to the bottom right of the area you want to keep. If you don’t like the selection you make, click and drag again.
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With the area to be cropped selected, choose Edit … Crop selection.
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Now you need to resize your image to the size (width and length) at which you want it to appear in your ARED learning object. Choose Edit … Resize/resample.
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In the dialog box that appears, make sure that the box beside ‘Preserve aspect ratio’ is ticked and that the DPI is set to 72. Then adjust the Width (or Height) to the size you want. The Height (or Width) will change proportionally (if ‘Preserve aspect ratio’ is ticked) so the image will not be distorted.
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The image now appears at the size you specified.
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Almost done!

Save your resized image, preferably as a different name or in a different folder so the original is still available. Choose File … Save as …
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If ‘Save as type’ shows ‘BMP – Windows Bitmap’, click on the dropdown arrow and select JPG – JPEG files. Then click the Save button and you’re done!
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
