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COPYING IV CORPS MAPS*
These procedures are very time consuming and requires some patience by the user!

If using an Apple Brand computer, then these procedures may be a little bit different.

Nobody knows if the browsers on Apples and PCs operate in exactly the same way. 
This works very well on a PC.

(1)Go to the above web site and you will see IV Corps divided into [5] five sections.

1. Left click on the first section to the NW most section of IV Corps and you will get [8] eight smaller sections in higher definition.

2. Left click on the NW most section of these smaller sections and that image should full your entire browser window.

3. YOU CANNOT RIGHT CLICK ON THE IMAGE TO COPY IT. The website has them copy protected!

4. Instead left click on the word File at the top of the page and then save the whole web page as an html file on a blank directory on your hard drive(a). You will have to do this for each of the [31] thirty-one smaller sections which are part of the [5] five larger sections.

5. After you have gone offline, bring up each html page on your browser for later personal viewing. After it has completed loading the page, left click your mouse on the upper left corner of the image. You should then see a group of icons that has saving the image as one of the choices.

6. Save the image (it will be a high definition .jpg image) to a new blank directory on your hard drive. This is for your back-up! You will have to do this for each of the [31] thirty-one html files!

7. When you are finished you will have a group of nice high definition 1::250000 maps of IV Corps for your personal use.

(a)Just like video cassette recorders, digital video recorders, and digit video disk recorders let you record copyrighted TV shows, movies, and sports for later viewing, time shifting for personal use; you can save ANYTHING you transfer to the browser as a web page for later viewing, time shifting for personal use too. That means each and every web page you visit, under, ‘fair use’. Otherwise, the browsers would not let you save web pages as you surf the internet!

The “fair use factors” to be considered are: (1) the purpose and character of the use, including whether it is commercial or noncommercial; (2) the nature of the work (e.g. factual works are entitled to less protection than creative works); (3) the amount and substantiality of the portion of the work used; and (4) the effect of the use upon the potential market for the work.

MORE DETAILED MAP COPYING*
For all of you that want more detailed 1::50000 maps, like the maps used for Combat Assaults, SEAL Missions, and Fire Team Missions, you can download these from the Texas Technical University Vietnam web site. These maps are good to have if you want a more detailed map of an area where a specific mission took place.

The web site is quite confusing when you first visit it, so this little tutorial is to guide first time visitors through the web site. 

1. Disable the pop-up blocker on your browser

2. Go to website http://star.vietnam.ttu.edu/starweb/vva/servlet.starweb?path=vva/maps.web
3. Go to the View Country box on right hand side of screen  – left click on the name South Vietnam

4. A pop-up window of the graphic representations of all provinces in South Vietnam appears on the screen – left click on the province you are interested in viewing

5. A 1::500000 Map of the province appears on the screen

6. Left click on the section of the province you are interested in viewing

7. A Thumbnail view of a 1::50000 Map of the area you have just chosen appears on the screen

8. Scroll down the screen and four [4] download options appears on the screen

· Full size .pdf file

· 8x10 inch .pdf file

· Large high resolution .jpg file

· Small high resolution .jpg file

9. Left  click on the download option that fills your needs

*All maps published by the United States of America, Department of Defense are released in the public domain.

Once something has been released into the public domain only the producer of that work, in this case the Department of Defense, still retains the copyright to the work. Nobody can claim a copyright to ANY work that is based on the original public domain material.

That is why the map web site of the Forward Air Controller which uses and displays the exact same maps tells the visitors to the website upfront that all of the maps on the web site are in the public domain and the visitors are free to use them! The same applies to patents of public domain devices too.
An excellent example of these processes is when APPLE COMPUTER tried to both patent the MOUSE and copyright the GRAPHICAL USER INTERFACE [GUI] at the same time. They also wanted to stop Microsoft Windows from being sold and also wanted monetary compensation from Microsoft for coming out with a MOUSE and GUI for IBM compatible computers.

It was ruled that both the MOUSE and the GUI had been invented and copyrighted by XEROX years ago and then they released both of them into the Public Domain. Since XEROX still held the patent and copyright to these two products, no other company could claim exclusive rights to them because the two products were now in the Public Domain.

Thus now you have Apple OS, Microsoft Windows, and Red Hat Linux all as GUIs using a MOUSE as the main system interface.
