


SPANISH

Students in this class will come with their materials: book, notebook/binder, pen/pencil and eraser, and a dictionary if you can. Students will take care of these materials, especially the book. You will cover it from the beginning (without taping anything to the book itself). I will check books, covers and notebooks every Friday. If you damage the book, lose it, etc…you will have to pay for it.($43). You will keep your notebooks/binders organized: you must have number of units, chapters, pages, exercises, and dates. All work must be there. So, please keep yourselves organized from the beginning.

There will be   chapter test every Friday, and after 3 chapters there will be a unit test. If you are absent on a Friday , you will take your test the following Monday, during the last 50 minutes of the class. You will be given 20 minutes to review and ask questions before any test.

If the students behave and the average of the class is above 88, there will be time for cultural presentations, such as days in which movies, documentaries related to the content area will be presented; students will prepare Spanish recipes, listen to Spanish music, etc….

Regarding grading, these will be the percentages:



Tests: 40%



Class work assignments: 10%


Homework assignments: 20%



Quizzes:30%

The way you organize, take care of the book and binder/notebook and do your assignments will either be reflected in class work or homework assignments.

Remember: ACTION> REACTION (one of Newton’s laws) If you do your work in a proper manner and on time, and if you behave and do not waste  my time or more important your classmates time, you will get a good grade, learn about the world, your country and language, and Spanish and Spanish speaking countries and history and cultures.
