Purpose of this document


This design document is for the Access_IPS_DB.  It is to be used, primarily, by the Access/IPS students of Walsall College of Arts& Technology.  The document will give details of the functional requirements of the system and some general information.

Functional Requirements


The Functional Requirements for the system are listed below.  In your test plan, you should refer to them by their requirement code (ie. FR1).

FR1 – The database should hold relevant information about Students

Relevant information about Students could be:

· Student Number

· First Name

· Surname

· Nationality

FR2 - The database should hold relevant information about Courses

Relevant information about Courses could be:

· Course Code

· Course Title

· Course Description

· Course Tutor

FR3 – Students can enrol on more than one course

The database should allow for Students to register on more than one course.  This could be through a link table.

FR4 – A course can only be taught by one tutor

The database should only hold the name of one tutor per course.

FR5 – Users should be able to find out course information relevant to a student

The database should provide a facility to enter a Student Number and be presented with details of their courses.

It is not vital for the database to have a fancy interface, as it will be used by experts in Access.
