Industrial Hemp has not been legally grown outside of war times in the United States since 1937. Yet, industrial hemp and similar products have been continuously imported to support U.S. demands. Currently the demand in the U.S. is low, partly due to lack of advertisement and availability. As time passes and the market for hemp increases our neighbors will become more independent of importation due to their own production of industrial hemp and U.S. dependency on imported hemp will continue to increase. The positive externalities of re-introducing industrial hemp into the U.S. market suggest that it is a potentially economically feasible crop.
