He is a poet of the mighty word of eye and the mighty word of ear since he has a keen eyes which observe and record the minute items of a natural scene and he has also a keen ear for all natural sounds.

He regards children as the source of virtue and wisdom ," The child is the father of the man"   rainbow, wordsworth . He is not only a poet of nature , but a poet of love , solitude and child-life . He is a didactic , philosophical and mystic poet.
