ENVELOPE QUILT 

 
This is a quick and easy quilt for even the newest of quilter�s. 

 
Select the size and type of material you would like to use. With this one I usually use one 
yard of a cotton poly blend for front and a coordinating color flannel for the back. I then 
place my materials fronts together (wrong side out) and pin my batting to one side. I sew 

all around the edges leaving an opening just large enough for my hand, to turn inside right. 
Once I have turned my quilt, I pin the opening and use a simple zigzag stitch all the way 

around the edge of the quilt with a thread that matches my colors. I then use a needle and 
yarn or embroidery thread to �tie� the quilt. Once I have finished the ties it is ready for 

donation! 
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
