Conclusion: 


First, I created an introduction which detailed some of my assignment; this included searching the Internet for Health & Safety issues relating to the use of computers. I included some important points from the Health & Safety Display Screen Equipment Regulations 1992 which in a nutshell, stated that employers must assess and reduce risks by analyzing the work environment to make sure fundamental things such as adequate lighting and adjustable chairs were available to employees, ultimately reducing the threat of injuries such as eye and back strain. 

Furthermore, I added critical dangers such as overloaded sockets and warned against food or drink being placed near a machine. To round the Health & Safety off, I described RSI (Repetitive Strain Injury, which occurs to various body parts due repeated movements over a long period of time) and how certain system peripherals such as a laser printer should be placed further away to lessen breathing problems due to ozone emissions. Additionally, a Bibliography showing website links, a short description of each link and access dates was produced.

Next, I researched on the Internet and compiled a table of 20 ready-made computers in Excel. This table included manufacturer names, prices and system specifications such as CPU speed, hard-drive and RAM capacity. I then used a number of different formulas to calculate the total price and average prices such as mean, max, minimum and range. To display my data in a different way, I used the manufacturer name and their cost values to draw up a bar-chart and a pie chart. From the bar-chart and table, it can be easily seen that my maximum price is £550, minimum price is £180 and the majority of the systems listed in my research are below £450 in cost.

I then obtained a copy of my colleague’s table (containing data for 20 ready-made PC’s he researched) and a copy of his bar-chart. I set about comparing our average prices and the price of the systems we had recommended. The format used to compare our data was a table which displayed both our minimum, maximum, mean and range prices, the price of our recommended systems and the percentage difference between mine and my colleague’s price values. To explain why I believed my recommended system was better choice than my colleague’s selection, I created a short statement that basically talked about the two recommended systems’ specifications and why the PC I recommended was better value for money.
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
