Item 29 Ming Dynasty Porcelain Vase
Porcelain Vase, attributed to the era of the rule of the Ming Dynasty of Chinese Emperors. Brought back from China to Spain in 1562, by Luigi Pariani, a merchant who claims to have gotten it as a gift from one of his business associates in Beijing.

The vase depicts an oriental dragon, a pagoda and the sun, and has Chinese characters, wishing the Emperor prosperity and happiness.

Item 30 Large, sculpted wooden table

Constructed out of blackened oaken wood, this heavy table has been sculpted on the sides and feet, with motives, varying from ranks and leaves, over small angelics & demons, to dragonheads for the bottom of the feet.

The table was commissioned in 1754 by the then Lord of Berlin, who used it as the centerpiece of the room where he entertained his guests.
Item 31 The “Gnome’s Chalice”
A bronze chalice, portraying four dwarves (or gnomes) carrying a large bowl (the receptacle of the chalice). The chalice was found in 1197, by a friar Rheinmark von Haegen, who found it in the Pfortenholz woods, south of Berlin.

The friar later sold the item to a local Baron, claiming the item was originally from the legendary continent of Hi-Brasil.

Item 32 Portrait of a noble
Portrait of Frau Helmina von Kronenberg, wife of Helmut von Kronenberg, a wealthy local merchant in the 17th century. This is the last portrait made from here, as she was struck with consumption soon after and eventually died.

Her husband went mad from the loss of his wife, and committed suicide, in the process burning most of his estate. (Note the burnmarks on the left bottom of the painting).

Some stable hands managed to save a small portion of von Kronenberg’s wealth, but the man himself burned to death.

Item 33 Statue of the goddess Diana
Miniature statue, depicting the goddess of the hunt, Diana, running naked through the forest, armed with her bow. Crafted in the late 3rd century.

This unusual depiction of Diana (she is hardly ever portrayed naked) can possibly be attributed to the fact that it was made by a supposed cult of nature-worshippers, whose rituals involved massive orgies, blood sacrifices and ritual hunts, in which the strongest participants received the right to
