Challenges and solutions of NIS

· Utilization of R&D capabilities in domestic area reflects the potential of investment. 
Challenge
i. Evaluate the degree to which standard indicators of innovation intensity, such as domestic R&D-to-GDP ratios, understate the amount of intellectual capital utilized (purchased or developed) by Canadian firms. 
ii. Canadian small-medium enterprises (SME) are rarely inherent business risks bring limitation to invest in the development of new intellectual property which they still consider mergers and conclude that it is a safer, lower-cost and much faster route to grow. 
Solution

i. The Canadian Government, identifying the way of investment profile that brings together the payments Canadian businesses made to foreigners for different intellectual services—research and development services, royalties and license fees, computer services and information services. This illustrates the direct role that foreign-produced intellectual assets play in Canada’s national innovation system. 

· Generate attention from commercialization of university’s research. 
Challenge
i. Lacking from sustained and direct role for researchers and technology which can be add and carry extra value to their innovation portfolio. 
ii. Association of Universities and Colleges of Canada, AUCC, demanding the federal government increase the proportion of investment in the commercialization capacity of universities further spur the overall investments in university’s research. 
Solution
i. The government responds well with the Association of Universities and Colleges of Canada (AUCC) demanded, which make available fund in order to develop facilities for universities enable possibility cooperation between parties. 
ii. Thus, the support from government and private sector mainly can burs development of new patterns innovation. Researchers and firms offices must play active role to be able understand the specific role for each participant to enhance more innovation patent.
· Securing tomorrow’s innovation depends on today apprehension.
Challenge
i. Information exchange and collaboration between officers must improve to provide best services and share best practices. In a way for government to secure future innovation is more likely depending on knowledge flowing among participants—graduates, scientific publications, conference presentation, consulting services, community services, collaboration with industry and commercialization of research.
Solution
i. To ensure successfulness of knowledge spreading precisely into communities, governments and businesses, universities commitment conduct a wide variety teaching and research activities affiliated within universities and research institutions community as a connectivity medium. 

· Brings and retain the service of world-class researchers and outstanding graduates students. 
Challenge
i. Canada lacks of highly skills human resources which trained in specific area of commercialization research development. Spot and focus on new talents for new economy scale. Identify potential collaboration between researcher and financial support base on capability. 
Solution
i. Verifying first-class project give to the right group of people that can encourage commercialization growth. This way of distribution will bring major and energetic innovation to the market as a driven-expended industry. These include offering innovators an internationally competitive research environment which are quality equipments and infrastructures. Opportunities given to mark and secure new talents and skills for them to contribute and bring benefits in new economy. Information must flow at particular target in order to meet requirement. These depend on commitment of various parties such as government, universities and institution, and private firm.
· Determine the degree of specialization and interdependence among collaborators.

Challenge
i. The geographical factors between areas in Canada remain understandable which must do analytical details to locate the attractiveness of potential innovation to provide regional and local growth. 
ii. Unable to underline the importance of interactive relationships between firms and researchers that will support their innovative activities. 

Solution

i. Make expending the knowledge base available for commercial application effective where these approach very depending on firm’s capacity of absorbing and applying research result. Shift the innovative capabilities through local and regional communities of firms and institutions that share a common knowledge base and benefit with their access of unique set of skills and resources. 
ii. Government understands the key element of economic and social policy that promotes innovation technology end result. Begin with funding the right area where it keeping away from low in development but high in level of investment in related activities.
