REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PRESENTATION
· You must have a title slide and a conclusion slide.  These slides do not count in the total of 10.
· You must have at least 10 slides.  You may use more if you want.

· You should apply a template to your presentation.  Choose one that you like.

· Use several different slide layouts throughout your presentation.

· Add clip art to some of your slides.  Be conservative with this because too much clip art can make the presentation look bad.

· When creating your presentation, remember the 6 x 6 rule.  No more than 6 lines of text per slide and no more than 6 words on a line.

· Use at least three animations and three slide transitions.

· If you add a video clip, this will earn you bonus points.
