Concentration

In this assignment you’ll create a Concentration board similar to the one we played in class that Mrs. Cotton had made.


1.
You may use a combination of scanned images, photos taken with the digital cameras and/or clip arts.


2.
Create an Application 4-16 folder in your My Completed Assignments folder In your DTP I Unit 4—Graphics folder. Store all your work for this assignment in that folder.


3.
Start with a blank Publisher document in landscape. You don’t necessarily have to have margins because you’re actually designing this document for the screen rather than for printing.


4.
You’ll need to make a puzzle. That will be your first layer, or you can make it and move it to the Master Page (View menu, Master Page) when it’s ready so that it won’t get messed up while you’re doing the rest.


5.
Keep in mind that you’ll need 2 copies of each image. You’ll need to make each image the same size. You should have at least 4 columns and 3 rows. You don’t want to go too big because it will take too long to put together. The pictures should be related.

Save your document as Concentration in your Applications 4-16 folder, but DO NOT PRINT IT! be prepared to show it to the class.
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
