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Christmas Cube Project

In this project you’ll create a template that will allow you to make decorated Christmas cubes like those in the photo.

1. Create a landscaped document with 1.25” left and right margins, and 0.75” top and bottom margins. Save it in your folder as “Christmas Cubes” and then be sure to save frequently as you work.

2. Working in the background layer (master pages), and using the rectangle, and line tools, create the template shown below. The squares are 2” x 2”.  Use copy, paste, group and the rotation features when needed. Make everything a light gray rather than black. Note: Underneath “Top” it says “Rotate Horizontally.” 
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3. When you have finished the template, save it as “Christmas Cubes Template”.

4. With the Christmas Cubes Template on your screen, save the file as “My Christmas Cubes” in your folder. Be sure to save frequently as you work.

5. Select a Christmas word or phrase. As you make your selection, keep in mind that for every letter and space in your word or phrase, you will have to create, print, score, fold, and glue a cube (i.e. keep it short). 

6. Insert the number of pages you’ll need for each letter or space. Since you created the template on the background layer (master pages), each blank page will already have the template on it. 

7. Using Christmas-related fonts, borders, and/or clip art, create the cubes for your word or phrase. Include your name on the bottom panel of each cube.

8. When you’ve finished, be sure to save. Print the cubes on card stock using the color printer. Using scissors, a bone folder and glue, cut, score, fold and glue the cubes together. You may want to leave the top panel unglued, so you can put treats or little gifts inside when you take them home.
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
