1. Analogous Colors  - Colors that are adjacent (next to one another) on the color wheel 

2. Black-and-white – a printing technique that uses only one color of ink

3. CMYK – (Cyan, Magenta, Yellow, Black) – Four Process Colors

4. Color scheme— a defined set of colors

5. Color wheel— a circle containing a spectrum of color
6. Complementary colors - 
Colors located directly opposite one another on the color wheel
7. Custom Color – color designed by the user specifically for a document

8. Primary Colors – (yellow, red, blue) - The three pigment colors that cannot be mixed or formed by any combination of other colors 

9. Process color— use of many colors in a publication (most commonly CMYK)
10. Secondary colors - 
(orange, purple, green) - Colors formed by mixing the primary colors

11. Split- complementary colors - Color scheme consisting of one color combined with the two other colors that are located on either side of its opposite (complementary) color
12. Spot color— a printing technique that uses one premixed color ink for each color used in a publication
13. Tertiary Colors - Colors formed by mixing one primary and one secondary color

Black-and-white – a printing technique that uses only one color of ink

Add accents by using shades of gray




2.
May be a color other than black



B.
Spot color— a printing technique that uses one premixed color ink for each color used in a publication



1.
Used to assign color to selected page elements such as background shapes, portions of text, headings, and rules




2.
Used to accent a black and white publication



C.
Process color— use of many colors in a publication (most commonly CMYK)

Used for full-color images such a photographs

Primary Colors

The three pigment colors that cannot be mixed or formed by any combination of other colors 





b.
All other colors are derived from these these three hues





c.
Three primary colors

Secondary colors





a.
Colors formed by mixing the primary colors





b.
Three secondary colors






(1)
Orange = yellow + red






(2)
Purple = red + blue






(3)
Green = blue + yellow

Complementary colors




a.
Colors located directly opposite one another on the color wheel




b.
Complimentary Colors






(1)
Blue and Orange






(2)
Red and Green






(3)
Yellow and Purple





c.
A color scheme based on complimentary colors creates maximum contrast and maximum stability in the project.



5.
Tertiary Colors





a.
Colors formed by mixing one primary and one secondary color





b.
Names come from first the primary color then the secondary color from which they are made





c.
Examples of Tertiary Colors

Yellow-Orange

6.
Split- complementary colors




a.
Color scheme consisting of one color combined with the two other colors that are located on either side of its opposite (complementary) color

Examples of split-complementary colors






(1)
red, blue-green, and yellow-green





(2)
blue, red-orange, and yellow-orange






(3)
yellow, blue-purple, and red-purple

Analogous Colors 





a.
Also referred to as adjacent colors





b.
Colors that are adjacent (next to one another) on the color wheel 





c.
Examples of Analogous Colors






(1)
blue-green, blue, and green






(2)
yellow-orange, yellow, and orange






(3)
red-purple, red, and purple
