Movie Poster Project
(DTP I Frameworks Reinforced: 4.2.3, 4.2.4, 4.3.1, 5.2.1)
(DTP II Frameworks Reinforced: 1.4.1, 1.4.2, 1.4.3)
In this project you will use what you’ve learned in Photoshop to alter a movie poster to include your face. Follow all of the requirements listed below.  Make the finished product look as professional as possible. You’ll find some examples below and the printed versions on the white board in the front of the classroom.

NOTE: Inappropriate titles, graphics, or text will result in a minimum of detention and a grade of zero. If you suspect something might be inappropriate, don’t use it.

Requirements:

· Use the Internet to find an appropriate movie poster.

· Either save the file, or use screen capture (Alt+Print Screen) to capture it.

· Bring the poster into Photoshop. Before you remove the person’s face, you probably should get a classmate to help you get a picture of yourself. You’ll need to take note of the position and expression of the face you’ll be replacing and try to replicate that pose and expression yourself.

· Use what you’ve learned in Photoshop to remove the face of the person you’re replacing and to add your face to the poster. Save it as a .jpg document.

· Create a new blank Poster in Publisher.

· Use the default settings. 

· Insert your poster photo and enlarge it to fit the margins.

· Print one copy on the color printer. 
· Use the paper cutter, scissors, glue sticks, and tape to put the poster together. Mrs. Cotton will have it laminated for you.
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
