1. Background – Basic layout and field behind text and graphics.

2. Banner – a rectangle or bar (sometimes animated) that displays information or can serve as a link.

3. Bullets – Raised dots or small graphics that precede a list of items.  Can be used before hyperlinks or regular text.

4. Domain Name – A description of a computer’s “location” on the Internet. It Identifies the Web server on which the site or page is stored

5. Home Page – A page of information that appears in a Web browser window.  The home page is usually the first page that users see when they come to a Web site.

6. Horizontal Rule/Bar – A horizontal line that acts as a divider between different sections of a Web page.

7. HTML (HyperText Markup Language) – The standard document format used on the World Wide Web.  The HTML commands define how the Web page will look, including text styles, graphic artwork, and hyperlinks to other documents on the Web.

8. Hyperlink – A link between one object and another that allows a user to quickly jump from one page to another with a click of the mouse.  The link is displayed either as text or as an icon.  On World Wide Web pages, a text hyperlink displays as underlined text, typically in a different color, whereas a graphical hyperlink is a small image or picture.

9. Index.html – most common filename for the first page of a Web site

10. Masthead – a title or description of the content on the page.

11. Navigation Bar/Button – a web object that provides hyperlinks to other pages in the Web Site.

12. Post – uploading a web page to the Web server so that it can by viewed by a Web browser

13. Search Engine – programs that locate sites based on keywords entered by users

14. Tag – internal HTML code in which Publisher stores keywords, description and the title of your web site

15. Theme – Allows user to apply design and color themes to either a single page or to an entire Web site.

16. URL – Uniform Resource Locator – The Internet addressing scheme that defines the route to a file or program.  The URL is used as the initial access to a resource. (i.e. the address of the web page)

17. Web browser-program used to access the web
