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Photo Flip Card Project

(DTP I Frameworks Covered: 3.8.1, 4.2.3, 4.2.4, 5.2.1)

(DTP II Frameworks Covered: 1.4.1, 1.4.2, 1.4.3)

Here’s a handy way to show off that small group of photos you took. It makes a nice card to give to someone, too.
PART 1—The Photos

You’ll need to collect five pictures to use in creating your flip card. They should be related in some way. For example, when I created mine, they were all pictures of Audrey (my brother’s granddaughter) from the summer of 2005.
1. Start with a blank portrait document with one-inch margins. 

2. Save the file with the filename PHOTOS FOR FLIP CARD.

3.
Crop and resize the pictures so that they are 3” wide by 2.25” tall. They should all fit on one page.
4.
Print them on card stock or photo paper on the color printer. Set aside.
PART 2—The Flip Card
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1. Start with a blank portrait document with one-inch margins. 

2. Save the file with the filename PHOTO FLIP CARD.

3. For the slider card:
a. Draw two vertical solid lines that go from the top edge of the paper to the bottom edge of the paper. The first one should be at the left margin. The second should be at the 3-3/4” mark. After printing you will cut along these lines to make the slider (the part that slides through the sleeve) for the card.
b. Draw horizontal dotted lines from the first line to the second line at the following locations from the top of the sheet of paper: 3-1/4, 3-5/8, 4, 4-3/8, 4-3/4, and 5-1/8. These will be fold lines. 
c. Don’t forget: Save early, save often, save all the time! 
d. Draw a rectangle from the bottom dotted line (at 5-1/8) to the bottom edge of the paper that fits between the two vertical lines. Give the box a fill of your choice.
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We need to create a WordArt box to hold the message that will be hidden until the slider is pulled through the sleeve. The box should not go below the bottom margin and should not be more than 2” tall. 
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Centered below the WordArt box just above half way between the bottom margin guide and the bottom of the page, you’ll need a small textbox with the text “Pull”. This will tell the card recipient to pull the slider which will make the photos flip. (Hint: You may want to use reverse text if the background is dark.)
g. Don’t forget: Save early, save often, save all the time! 

4. For the sleeve:
a. On the same page, draw a rectangle that is 8” long x 2-1/2” wide. (NOTE: Sometimes it’s easier to just draw a rectangle, then use the Format AutoShape feature to change the size to the exact dimensions needed.) This rectangle should be lined up with the top- and right-layout guides. This will be the slider sleeve.

b. Draw a rectangle with dotted lines that is the same width as the 8 x 2-1/2” rectangle you just created, but begins 2-1/2” from the top and ends 5-1/2” from the top.
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c. Give the rectangle a fill similar to the one you did on the slider.

d. Add WordArt. You’ll need to rotate the WordArt. It should also be toward what will be the bottom of the sleeve so that it will show below the photos.
e. Remember: Save early, save often, save all the time! 
f. Print the page using card stock on the color printer.
PART 3—The Assembly
Now it’s time to put the whole thing together. 
1. Using scissors or one of the paper trimmers cut out all pieces. Set the photos aside for now.

2. Score both sides of the sleeve with a bone folder to make it easier to fold.

3. Then, with the sleeve piece face down, fold both sides toward the middle and crease with the bone folder. Set aside.
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4. Score each of the fold lines on the slider. 

5. Valley fold and crease each line on the slider. 
6. Then mountain fold and crease all but the bottom score a second time to soften the folds. This prevents the pages from sticking together as they flip back and forth.
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7. Place the sleeve piece face down with the sides open. Apply glue to the center section of the sleeve, keeping the glue about 1/8 inch away from the folds. 

8. Hold slider face up with the colored panel at the top and attach the blank section of slider to the sleeve flush with the bottom and centered between the folds. 

9. Fold down the slider at the score nearest to the center. 
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10. Fold in the right flap on the sleeve, then the left flap. Trace the edge of the left flap to the right flap. Lift the left side flap, Apply glue to the right flap staying within the line you traced, and taking care not to get glue on the slider. Close the left flap and press down.
11. Flip the slider/sleeve unit over with the scores face up. Use glue or double-sided tape on each of the five sections, centered side to side and top to bottom.

12. Attach the last picture in your stack on the bottom section. Add the next photo in the stack to the next one up and so on until you have placed all five photos on the slider.
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13. Hold the sleeve by the sides and gently pull and push the slider back and forth to test page action.

14. Your flip card should fit easily into a #6 ¾ or #10 envelope.
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
