4.  Children of Disabled, Deceased, Combat, or POW/MIA War Veterans Scholarship. A scholarship from the State of North Carolina to attend one of the Universities, Community Colleges, or Technical Institutes within the state of NC.  Open to children of veterans who are residents of North Carolina. Deadline: February 1, 2007.
5.  The Art Institutes Scholarships.  Open to high school seniors with a minimum 2.0 GPA.  Students must fulfill all individual graphic design program requirements of the Art Institutes locations where you enter the competition. Scholarship amounts range from $2,000 to full tuition. 6.  North Carolina National Teenager Scholarship. Open to females who are legal residents of North Carolina. Pageant date is April 2008

7.  NC State University College of Education:  Has a variety of scholarships for those students who plan to attend NCSU and major in the field of education.  For more information, please see Mrs. Faulk/Mrs. Smith in guidance.

8.  North Carolina Prospective Teacher Scholarship Loan:  NC residents interested in pursuing a career in teaching can borrow up to $4,000 per year.  For every year a recipient teachers in NC public schools, one year of the loan amount and the interest accrued will be forgiven. 9.  NC Student Loan Program for Health, Science and Mathematics:  North Carolina residents may borrow up to $5,000 per year if there is demonstrated need.  For each full year the recipient teaches in a NC public school, one year of the loan will be forgiven.  Applicants must be rising juniors or seniors. 10.  UNC Charlotte for Merit Scholarships:  These scholarships are reserved for students with exceptional academic achievement, demonstrated leadership, and service to others.  Students must complete the Freshman Admissions applications and the Scholarships for Merit Application (http://www.admissions.uncc.edu/jump/admissions/scholarship.asp) by November 15, 2007.

11.  John Montgomery Belk Scholarship- This scholarship honors students of demonstrated intellectual and personal success and significant leadership ability.  Ten Belk scholars will be chosen for the Class of 2011 at Davidson College, each receiving an annually renewable scholarship equivalent to the college’s comprehensive fees, valued in 2006-07 at $40,814.  BHS will nominate 1 student to receive this award.  However, all students will be considered by completing an application for admission by December 1, of your senior year. 13.  ECU Academic Scholarship:  Applications are available at http://www.ecu.edu/cs-acad/admissions/apps.cfm.  Deadline is December 31, 2007.  

14.  Appalachian State University:  Scholarships are available at www.scholarships.appstate.edu.  Deadline is November 15, 2007.  Students must first be accepted before applying for scholarships.

The Gates Millennium Scholars Program:  A scholarship is available for minority students who are legal residents of the US, have a cumulative GPA of 3.3, and demonstrate financial need, which is determined by completing the FAFSA.
