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Standing Rules

Mid-Continent Regional Board Meeting

1.  The adoption of these rules shall be the first order of business, after the report from the Credentials Official.

2.  The Credentials official shall report on the voting strength at the opening of the board meeting and at any other time, as directed by the presiding officer.  Board members, as certified by the Credentials Official, must be present to cast their vote.

3.  The Quorum shall be set at ____________.  Voting Strength is _____.

4.  The board shall be governed by the 2000, 10th edition of Robert’s Rules of Order.

5.  For matters not provided in the above referenced document, the most current edition (2000) will govern the board to the extent that they are applicable, and are not inconsistent with the by-laws of the region and these operating rules.

6.  Voting members of the board shall use voting cards/proxy cards issued by the Credentials Official at the time of registering.

7.  All proceedings will begin on time with no more than a ten-minute grace period.

8.  The adopted agenda of the board meeting shall become the order of the day, and may not be deviated from except by a two-thirds vote of the assembled board.

9.  No agenda items may be discussed until a motion is made, seconded, and stated by the presiding officer.

10.  All speakers must obtain recognition from the presiding officer, stating name, chapter affiliation/voting qualification.

11.  No board member may speak more than twice on the same issue.  The third time must be with the consent of the board.

12.  Only board members may make motions, amendments or vote.

13.  On all controversial or major issues, the presiding officer will recognize speakers with opposing views.

14.  All motions and amendments shall be in writing, and a copy provided for the secretary.

15.  All reports shall be in writing, preferably typewritten, with a copy provided for the secretary.

16.  There shall be smoking, arrangements to be announced.

17.  To adopt these rules shall require a majority vote.

18.  To suspend the rules, or any one rule, will require a two-thirds vote of the assembled board.

19.  A timekeeper and two pages will be appointed before the meeting begins to serve the board during the meeting.  Time will be limited to two minutes per report with one two-minute extension at the discretion of the body.

20.  Guests will be seated at the table whenever space permits.  All visitors will wear a visitor nametag.  This will allow visitors to participate freely in the business meeting but will allow the secretary to clearly distinguish those with voting privileges.
