DID YOU KNOW THAT THERE ARE A NUMBER OF 20 – 40 METRE HIGH UNFILTERED POLLUTING STACKS SCHEDULED TO BE BUILT AROUND SYDNEY

– POSSIBLY IN A SUBURB NEAR YOU???
The stacks are to be built as part of the RTA’s latest road tunnel projects: the M5 East project, with a 25-35m stack in the Turrella Valley; the Cross City Tunnel, with a 39m stack behind IMAX in Darling Harbour; and the Lane Cove Tunnel, with its stack position either at the western or eastern ends of the tunnel, yet to be decided.

THE TECHNOLOGY EXISTS TO FILTER VEHICLE EMISSIONS IN TUNNELS

and is currently in use in similar tunnels overseas. In Norway and Japan, in particular, the use of Electrostatic Precipitators have been cost efficient and effective in removing 95% of fine particulate matter, and 90% of oxides and nitrogen without the use of exhaust stacks.
The use of the same technology here would mean at least 40kg of toxic waste a day per tunnel would be collected by filters instead of ending up in people’s lungs. At present between 400 and 500 people die prematurely each year in Sydney from the effects of air pollution. This number is only slightly less than the number who die on our roads as a result of vehicle accidents. Failing to install filtration equipment to reduce this exposure should be regarded as a criminal act.
The RTA recently spent $210 000 on an international workshop on tunnels, where the method proposed for ventilating the tunnels was clearly identified as being wasteful and inefficient, consuming almost $3 million of electricity a year and producing 25,000 tonnes of greenhouse gases for the M5 East stack alone.

FURTHERMORE IT HAS BEEN ARGUED THAT THE FILTRATION EQUIPMENT WOULD A BE CHEAPER ALTERNATIVE TO THE FLAWED AND COSTLY DESIGN PROPOSED BY THE RTA ! !

WHERE IS THE LOGIC?

WHY IS THE HEALTH OF SYDNEY’S RESIDENTS AND OUR LOCAL ENVIRONMENT BEING RISKED BY THE RTA?

Are we not living in the 21st Century? When will the RTA learn that unfiltered stacks are a backward approach to tunnel ventilation?
