Q. DESCRIBE HOW IMAGE IS CAPTURED BY THE USE OF THE FOLLOWING: -

1. SCANNER

2. DIGITAL CAMERA

3. VIDEO CAPTURE CARD or VIDEO DIGITIZER – It is a combination of hardware and software that converts an analogue video signal into a digital signal in the computer’s memory. Each frame from a video is converted, using the video digitizer and it may be played back in any required sequence. Taking a video frame and digitizing it is often image grabbing or frame grabbing. 
Video digitizing is used to convert a frame from a video sequence into a picture, which can be printed in isolation in a magazine or document.

NOTE:

SCANNER 

Used to scan text into a computer’s memory where they can be manipulated in some way before being printed. The use of OCR method involves scanning in the image of a page of text with a scanner and then using special software to recognize each of the characters separately, so that they can be altered, if needed, using a word processor. 

Scanners are used to scan in photographs and pictures for use in desktop publishing. One of the main problems you encounter when scanning images is the amount of space they take up on the disk. However, special file compression software can be used to reduce file sizes.
