These are some sample projects.

PROJECT (50 points)

Satire is a form of commentary that hi - lights human flaws. For example, the movie Scream 3 can be considered a satire on the movie industry and their obsession with sequels.

Animal Farm is a political satire. Orwell uses the animals to comment on real life people from Communist Russia and their policies. We are currently coming close to electing a new president and political satirists are hard at work in newspapers, magazines and in the media.

Collect examples of political satire and create a collage on standard size poster board. The examples can come in the form of pictures, cartoons, headlines or articles. Create a visual collage with your examples. Please do not use neon poster board; choose white, black or soft colors such as baby blue. You will be expected to defend your collage.

Animal Farm

DIRECTIONS: Select ONE of the projects below for completion. The assignment is worth 100 points and is due ____________. All papers should be typed, double spaced in 12 point font.

1. Create a four page typed newspaper which would be run by the governments in power on the farm during the course of the novel. Make sure it includes the typical items found in a newspaper, along with current happenings on the farm.

2. Write a series of letters (Minimum of two per character) between two characters who are living on the farm or living on the farm nearby who may have heard of the events.

3. Research Orwell’s life. Examine how his ideas about government and politics influenced Animal Farm. Discuss at least three beliefs he held and how they are reflected in the novel. The paper should be a minimum of four pages – typed.

4. Choose a section or chapter of the book to rewrite. Change the outcome of a rebellion, leadership, etc. Your finished paper should be at least four typed pages.

5. Write a fable of your own. Use animal characters to illustrate human traits and be sure there is a lesson to be learned. It should be a minimum of four typed pages.

6. Biographical research: research the life of one of the following revolutionaries. Write a brief biography of his or her life. Napoleon Bonaparte, Franciso Franco, Czar Nicholas II, Marie Antoinette, Joseph Stalin, Karl Marx, Leon Trotsky

7. Write a persuasive essay on whether a society of true equality – a utopia – is possible. Support your argument with details from Animal Farm.U
8. Compare The Giver to Animal Farm. Both address the concept of Utopianism. How are they similar? How are they different?

9. Compare the movie Animal Farm with the novel, Animal Farm. What are the differences? Similarities? How is changing the point of view advantageous or not advantageous?

10. Create a scrapbook of newspaper articles / pictures and so forth that might be found 50 years after the events on Animal Farm.
