Standard Personal Packing List for a Standing Camp

A standing camp usually occurs over two or more nights in one location, with accommodation in
large Patrol Tents. Heavy equipment will usually be conveyed by trailer to the site. Cooking is
done in a kitchen and dining in a dedicated marquis or equivalent.

Usually, the troop will provide food, tents, groundsheets, and general equipment. This list applies
to what you would normally bring from home (unless instructed otherwise).

You should be able to carry all of your gear in just your day pack (on your back) and in your kit bag

(using a shoulder-strap.)
