1.Civilization

· Ralph-He tries to do good by keeping order.  He realizes the need for a central authority, to make decisions on the island.  He establishes himself as a firm leader, he tries to enforce basic sanitation, by designating a spot to go to the bathroom.  Ralph works to build shelters, and he does everything in his power to keep a fire going, so that any passing ships would see their smoke, and come rescue the boys on the island. 2. Savagery
