1.To survive on the island, the boys needed many things.  They needed:

· Physiological things, such as food, drink, shelter, and clean air to breathe

· Safety, especially because of “the beast”

· Love and belonging-The boys needed to feel like they belonged somewhere, and that sometimes resulted in cruelty to others, such as when they teased Piggy, or when the mob murdered Simon.  

· Esteem, as they wanted to have the respect of others, especially Jack.  Piggy felt inferior, which was a result of the other boys not holding him in high esteem.  

2. Esteem needs apply the most to the boys.  People, especially Jack, did things so that others would respect them.  Jack was an extreme hothead, and he wanted to be leader, so others would look up to him.  Piggy wasn’t respected by some of the other boys, especially Jack and his cohorts, and it made him feel inferior.  Even Ralph made fun of him at the beginning, before he realized just how wise Piggy was.  

3. Freud’s concept of behavior becomes apparent in many ways.  The id, which contains instinct, starts to take over, as the boys start to give in to the human nature to destroy, especially when the boys set the island on fire to get Ralph.  The instinct to survive also takes over, such as when Ralph runs away from Jack and his tribe, when the tribe tries to kill him, and he does everything within his power to keep going, rather than give in and admit defeat.  The ego comes up also, as Jack and his tribe try to kill and hurt, which makes them feel good, without being punished in any way.  The superego shows up in the start of the story, when Roger doesn’t hit the little kid with rocks, because he is still bound by the rights and wrongs of his old civilization, or when Ralph refuses to join Jack’s group, because he knows that what they are doing is wrong.  However, the superego loses its effect, such as when the mob murders Simon, thinking he is the beast, and when Jack and his group decide to hunt Ralph.
