We are very excited to have you join us for the fourth NY State Homeschool Soccer Tournament! Included in this letter you will find the schedule, the purpose statement, our code of conduct, a list of equipment each team is responsible for, tournament rules, directions to the park..

Schedule

The game schedule will be sent out shortly. 

Bullis Park

The single gender 8v8 fields and one co-ed 11v11willbe at Bullis Park.

School Field

Some co-ed games will be here.

There will be directions to the school field at the park,-- it is only 8/10 mile down the road

NOTE: we do not have access to the bathrooms at the school, so make sure  players/spectators have used restrooms at the park before heading to the school field.!!

Arrival

Be sure to arrive with enough time for players to use bathrooms, stretch and find fields.

The bathrooms are small, if possible players should come dressed, there isn’t lots of room to change in bathrooms.

Check In

We will be using the pavilion at the FRONT of the park. Please stop there when you arrive and pick up your tournament packet and let us know you arrived safely! If your first game is at the school field, we still need a coach or manager to check in at the park first!

Tournament T-shirts

If your players ordered T-shirts they will be ready when you arrive at the park. Please have the coach or manager who was pick up the shirts for your team

Meals

There will be a concession stand at the park. They will have coffee, juice, bagels, donuts starting at 8 AM. Burgers, hots, pizza, sausage, fruit, snacks and drinks will be available at the concession stand also until 3:00. There is also a Burger King,, Subway, Dunkin’ Donuts and grocery store just 1/4 mile from the park.. 

Mini Contests

At the pavilion will be posted the times for the contests. Players will have a chance to test their juggling, dribbling and shooting skills. We hope this will encourage players to mingle and meet new friends. And it will help keep them busy between games. There will be small prizes 
Referees

1. We will have certified referees officiating the games.

2. It is expected that ALL players and spectators will respect the referees. No taunting or challenging any calls – even if they seem wrong from your perspective. Thank them and talk with them between games, they are real people . Our treatment of them speaks volumes. They appreciate how well they are treated at our games and tournament. Shine for the Lord!

3. For games it is expected that each team will provide one adult (or capable sibling) to flag out of bounds balls at the sideline and someone to help with retrieving balls.

OUT OF BOUNDS = the ball must entirely cross the line, if it touches or rolls along the line it is NOT out.

3-Fold Purpose Statement

1. To allow homeschooled soccer players a chance to play soccer in a competitive, fun, God honoring, atmosphere.

2. To give opportunity to teams across NY to take their play to a new level and network with other teams

3. To  make a  public, positive testimony for homeschooling and Christ.

Code of Conduct

1. Players, coaches and families will demonstrate good sportsmanship -- no name calling, foul language, etc.

2. Players, coaches and families will respect the park property

3. Players, coaches and families will respect the referees

4. If you find your team in a match with a team that is less experienced, be gracious and encouraging and refrain from running up the score.

5. Players, coaches and families will be a good witness of Christian homeschooling.

Team Equipment

1. Players must all wear shinguards with socks covering them

2. Soccer cleats are HIGHLY recommended

3. Each team should have a game ball (properly inflated: 9-15 psi)

4. Each team is responsible for its own first aid supplies and ice or instant cold packs

Tournament Rules

1. FIFA rules will apply

2. Girls and boys games will be played with 8 on the field

3. Co-ed games will be 11 on the field

4. Standings will be determined by a  point system

· 3 pts for a win

· 1 pt for a tie

· 1/2 pt for a  shutout (0-0 is a tie and does not count as a shut out)

Tie-breakers:

1. winner of head to head

2. most games won

3. fewest goals against

5. Forfeits – 3 points will be awarded to the opponent with a game score or 3-0

6. Substitutions 

1. After a goal is scored

2. Halftime

3. At the referees discretion after an injury

4. Prior to a throw-in in your favor

5. Prior to any goal kick

7.  Awards will be given to each player on teams that place.

Games:

Each team will play three games. 25 minute halves with 5 minute halftime

DIRECTIONS to BULLIS PARK, Canandaigua Rd, Macedon:

FROM THE EAST:

Take the Thruway west, toward Rochester

Get off at Exit 43 (Manchester/Palmyra Route 21)

Turn left (north) on to Rte 21

Travel about 6 miles to intersection at Rte 31 (in town of Palmyra)

WARNING: DO NOT exceed the 30 mph in Palmyra!! The police will greet you!

Turn left (west) on to Rte 31

****follow directions below : “From Rte 31” from this point

FROM THE BATH AREA:
Head north on Rte 21 

Travel along Canandaigua Lake on Rte 21 (watch signs carefully Rte. 21 does some turning in Naples and Canandaigua)

About 10 miles north of City of Canandaigua you will cross over the Thruway.

From this point continue for about 6 miles to intersection at Rte 31 (in town of Palmyra)

WARNING: DO NOT exceed the 30 mph in Palmyra!! The police will greet you!

Turn left (west) on to Rte 31

**** follow directions below: “From Rte 31”  from this point

FROM BINGHAMTON:

Take 81 N to the Thruway 

See directions above “from the east:”

**** FROM RTE 31:
Travel 4 1/2 – 5 miles on Rte 31 into Macedon. Just after a Ford dealership on the right is a traffic light at Canandaigua Rd (P&C grocery store and Burger King on the SW corner)

Turn right at the light, you will be on Canandaigua Rd.

Travel less than 1/2 mile, Bullis Park is on your left.

At Thruway Exit 43, on corner of Rtes 21 and 96

To Bullis Park from hotel:

Head north on to Rte 21

Travel about 6 miles to intersection at Rte 31 (in town of Palmyra)

Turn left (west) on to Rte 31

****follow directions above: “From Rte 31” from this point

Budget Inn      585-223-1710   (5-10 min. from park)

7340 Pittsford-Palmyra Rd (Rte 31) follow directions to the park, but at the light at Canandaigua Rd. instead of turning to the park, continue straight , travel about 5 miles, Budget Inn is on the right
