A little history - several years ago, the curriculum frameworks were sent to the school by the Department of Education (DOE) as a stack of books and updates, which stacked almost two feet high.  Two Florida Learning Academy teachers compiled the High School frameworks into a compact book for the convenience of our teachers.

Many (but not all) of the courses in the original Curriculum Handbook have been updated to reflect the "Sunshine State Standards." A great deal of the book is still accurate and useful, but large portions have been changed. Updating it would have been pointless, because now any teacher with an adequate computer can now download free software (from the DOE website).  This Curriculum Planner software not only includes the latest course descriptions, but also can help with lesson planning.  Or, if you do not have your own computer, you can go to the public library, and be sure of getting the latest information.  If these options are not available to you, contact the School Administrator for more detailed information on courses.

The lists of course code numbers included here are for your convenience.  If you use the diskette, the hyperlinks are for the DOE website.  For courses you are planning, you should check the course description against your curriculum to ensure that all points are covered.  Also, you should check ahead of time whether a course is .5 or 1 credit.

 Planning an Individual Student’s High School Curriculum

What are the Frameworks?

The curriculum frameworks are descriptions of the courses that are listed in The Course Code Directory published annually by the Florida Department of Education. These frameworks “are broad guidelines for course content and outcomes and are intended to assist educational personnel in developing specific instructional plans for given subject areas. Their purpose is to ensure instructional consistency within academic disciplines...” among Florida’s schools (Curriculum Frameworks for Grades 9-12 Adult Programs, 1990 Edition). They specify what information or skills a student should gain from a course. For example, someone taking Algebra I in Key West can reasonably be expected to cover the same material as a student taking Algebra I in Jacksonville or Pensacola, regardless of which Algebra I textbook is used. Florida colleges or other Florida High Schools can easily interpret a high school transcript using these codes.

The following is directly quoted from the Curriculum Frameworks. 

Each curriculum framework lists the subject-matter area, the course number, and the course title. A section entitled “Major concepts/content” provides a statement of the purpose of the course and a listing of the course topics or content. Items in the section “Intended outcomes” describe the knowledge and skills the student will have once the course has been successfully completed. A category entitled “Special note” provides specific information about a course, such as legal requirements, laboratory activities, or exploratory wheel guidelines. (Exploratory courses are designed to allow educators to combine various courses listed in the course code directory.... Curriculum frameworks offer guidelines for specific course content. However, the delivery of the content may vary according to student needs.

The Goal: Planning Toward the Future

At a minimum, the goal of high school curriculum planning is to ensure that after four years of high school, the student qualifies to receive a high school diploma. If college is a goal, the student must also prepare to meet minimum entry requirements for college, Many sports and scholarship programs also place minimum requirements for student performance.

It is possible for the student to accomplish a good deal more than meeting someone else’s “minimum requirements.”  A student who already has career goals can begin serious study and training, possibly even working as an intern or apprentice in their field of interest. Someone with special need or deficiencies can receive additional training and education to “shore-up” the weak spots and prepare them for success in work or higher education. By pursuing dual-enrollment in a community college (college and vocational options are available), students can leave high school having already completed up to two years of college or vocational training.

How to Use This Book

To use this book, first make copies of the forms in Section 4.  The appendices each consist of a one-page form.  The front side of each form tells how many copies of the make to make and may include directions for use.  The back of the page is the form itself.  Permission is given to make limited copies of the forms for personal use.  Please do not copy entire sections.  Private schools and individual educators can order generic or customized versions of this book.  

The teacher, parent or curriculum counselor should thoroughly review and understand Appendix A, Your School’s (or Florida State) Graduation Requirements.

Then, for each student:

· Understand the goals for this individual student (Appendices B & C).
· Develop a rough draft of the student’s high school plan (use a copy of Appendix D while referring to Appendix A). Some courses will be almost identical for all students.  Every student is required to take English each year of high school; but some students will take English Fundmentals, some will take English Honors.  One student will take math through Calculus, while another may only complete Algebra I while taking extra Social Studies or Voice classes. 
· Review the Frameworks in each subject area and select specific courses for the school year being planned (9th, 10th, 11th or 12th.) Record your selections on a copy of Appendix E, “One Year Course Plan.” 
Requirements for High School Graduation

In writing this manual, we have assumed that your school’s requirements meet or exceed state requirements. The chart on the facing page lists detailed graduation requirements for one particular school as of June 1997. (The school is a religious school.  It requires one (1) credit of religion and also expects all students to document 75 hours of community service.  Both of these count toward the six (6) elective credits.)  Otherwise, the requirements shown are the same as for the State of Florida.  Your school’s requirements may differ and are included as Appendix A.

Any Florida high school graduate who meets the following requirements will be awarded a special certificate recognizing him or her as a Florida Academic Scholar:

(a) advanced studies as listed above; and

(b) a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale; and

(c) no final course grade below a “C” and

(d) a composite score of 1100 or higher on the SAT, or
1180 or higher on the SAT I if taken on or after April 1, 1995, or
26 or higher on the Enhanced ACT; and

(e) completion of at least 75 hours of voluntary, non-paid, non-courtordered community service; and

(f) official nomination by the school administrator no later than thirty (30) days after graduation.

Constructing the Individual Student’s Program

Individual Student Goals and Needs

Before making an individual plan for the next four years, it is important to understand what the student, the school, parents and/or teachers hope to see accomplished by the end of high school. First review Appendix A, which is either your school’s or minimal state requirements for high school graduation. Next, have the student complete “Appendix B. Worksheet: Individual Student Goals and Needs.”

Parent/Teacher Goals, Objectives

For each student, complete “Appendix C. Worksheet: Parent/Teacher Goals. Objectives” You need to complete these forms for your own guidance and use. They are your own working papers, so don’t worry about complete sentences or proper punctuation. The Appendices may be photocopied, or use a separate sheet of paper.

Rough Outline of Four Year Plan

Use a copy of “Appendix D. Four Year High School Course Projection” to draft an initial four-year plan. Every year will include English, and in most cases both math and science. Social Studies will take three years to complete. Two consecutive years of a foreign language will be needed for college prep. Studying another language helps most students with understanding English grammar, and it is useful, so it is a good idea even if college is not planned. Science will take three years to complete, unless the student takes two science classes in one year. Electives and remaining courses can be scattered through the four years. An average of 6 credits per year will be needed to complete the 24-credit minimum. If the student plans to dual enroll during 11th and 12th grades she/he may wish to take 7 or 8 credits in 9th and 10th, as college courses will require more outside study time. Also note that one college credit does not equal one high school credit (see “Dual Enrollment”).

Class Administration

Course Planning

If the student uses a standard curriculum or textbook, course planning is greatly simplified.  Compare the textbook table of contents with the objectives of the course.  If the course objectives are completely covered, planning involves simply scheduling reading, writing, research assignments, tests and other projects as outlined in the text and teacher’s guide.  

Supplementary material or additional textbooks may be needed.  For example, English I includes a survey or world literature in addition to writing and grammar.  

A standard textbook may not be readily available for some courses.  In that case, consult with experts in the field of interest (teachers, college professors, professionals and serious hobbiests can be excellent sources of information).  An incredible amount of information is available through the Internet, including extensive course outlines.  Independent study under the supervision of an expert should be thoroughly documented in support of less standard courses.

Grading – Decide Before You Start

Your school may have an established grading scale.  If not, establish your own.  For example, A=95-100, B=85-94, C=75-84, etc.

Before any course is started, criteria should be established for satisfactory completion and grading.   Course grades are usually an average of testing grades and assignment/project grades.  The teacher or school decides the “weighting” (importance in the mix) of each.  For example, in a math class a teacher may assign a quarter grade based on this weighting:  25% of the final average to daily assignments, 50% to chapter tests, and 25% to a cumulative final exam.    To calculate the final grade:

Dual Enrollment

Contact your school administrator for information on dual enrollment with your local community college.  Note:   In high school, 1 credit = 150 class hours.  In college, 1 credit = 75 class hours.  Therefore, a 1 credit college course is only a half credit high school course.

College Testing

All high school students should take the SAT or ACT tests during their 11th and 12th grade years.  Retesting is allowed and often results in significant improvement in test scores.  The PSAT is highly recommended in 9th and 10th grade. 

Transcripts

Community colleges, colleges, other high schools, and many employers will require copies of the student’s transcript.  The facing page shows a sample transcript.  Contact the school administrator for a sealed transcript.
